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Reassuring News

The announcement that the
RCAF Station at Summerside is to
be continued, that there will be no
appreciable change in the number
of personnel and that the Defense
Department has authorized t he
signing of a million dollar contract
for improvements to the runways,
comes as a great relief after all the
glarm generated over reports that
the station might be closed down.

All concerned in pressing for a
firm assurance from Ottawa in this
matter are to be congratulated on
their efforts. It must be assumed,
however, that the question was
primarily a military one, and on
this point a valuable contribution to
the discussion was made in the Com-
mons on Monday by Hon. J. Angus
MacLean. Himself a Wing Com-
mander of the RCAF (Reserve) with
‘war vice which won him the Dis-
tinguished Flying Cross, he was in
good position to speak with author-
ity.

Mr. MacLean's chief point was
that any sudden cut-backs in de-
fense, under pressure of the treas-
ury board or otherwise, are ill-ad
vised until a reasoned policy can
be worked out and until the defense
committee has had a chance to study
the matter and make recommenda-
tions. He mnoted that the Glassco
commission on governmental expend-
iture had recommended the closing
of only one base, namely the defense
college in Victoria, and suggested
that the economies be limited to
this recommendation. He also stress-
ed the important role of the sub-
marine in modern warfare and urged
that nothing be done to affect Mari-
time Command of the RCAF that
would reduce its ability to meet sub-
marine attack.

But it is to our present Cabinet

respresentative, Hon. J. Watson
MacNaught, that the chief credit
goes for the news announced yester-
day. Mr. MacNaught had from the
start emphasized his belief that the
rumored close-down would not ma-
terialize, and had warned against
making too much of an internal re-
view which the authorities were
making of various airports. He
pledged himself to fight the issue if
it arose in the Cabinet, and this
might have involved his resignation
if the fight went against him. It
was a contingency which didn't
arise, but his attitude may well have
helped to bring about this fortunate
result.
So much for the present. What
the future holds for these costly
defense establishments in the event
of a further easing of cold war ten-
pions, and for communities which be-
pome too dependent on them eco-
omically and otherwise, is another
atter, It is perhaps time that we
gave it more serious consideration
than we have been doing.

ain’s economy and social ser-
He also brought his foreign
experience into play with a

pledge to maintain Britain’s nuclear
strength while exploiting every op-
portunity to improve East-West re-
lations.

Some observers feel that the peer
turned commoner is proving himself
a stronger opponent for Labor than
was generally expected. B ut Labor
is maintaining its lead in the publie
opinion polls taken since his ap-
pointment, and the real tests-are
still ahead. The Prime Minister will
have no more than a year in which
to mend the party fortunes, for a
general election must be held at the
latest next October.

One test is closer at hand. Not
the by-election for the safe Scottish
seat, November 7, but another one,
on the same day, at Luton, a con-
stituency about 40 miles northeast
of London. It has a Conservative
majority of 5,000. This is what the
pundits will be watching for a sign
of what Sir Alec can or cannot do
as the new Conservative leader.

Miss LaMarsh’s Hopes

Health Minister LaMarsh has
assured a meeting of the National
Liberal Women's Federation that
the Government is not shelving its
national pension plan, as some news-
papers have alleged. She hopes to
see it proceeded with at this session
of Parliament or, if that proves im-
possible, “at the beginning of the
year—at the next session.”

It wasn’t the newspapers, how-
ever, which were responsible for
the lack of assurance shown by
Government spokesmen in dealing
with this matter after the Ontario
provincial election. Miss LaMarsh
had actively participated in that
campaign, in favor of the Liberal
provincial leader who had charged
Premier Robarts with trying to
sabotage the federal pension plan
in favor of his funded pension
scheme for Ontario.

The overwhelming victory of the
Robarts Government at the polls
seemed to put a crimp in the
Canada Pension Plan—not because
Mr. Robarts had opposed it (he only
stated he wanted more light on the
matter) but because it was the Lib-
eral line to so misrepresent him. By
lending herself to this campaign
Miss LaMarsh blundered grievously.
What looked like a good vote-catcher
turned out to be nothing of the
kind, and the smear of partisan
politics she put on the issue hasn’t
entirely rubbed off yet.

Let us hope that the Government
will, indeed, be able to implement
its promise of getting the national
plan into effect early next year. In
the meantime, however, Premier
Robarts’ stipulation still holds good.
No public hearings have been held
to examine the plan’s objectives, its
real costs, its adequacy, or its work=
ability. If it was properly conceived,
it should be able to stand up to the
most searching inquiry. Miss La-
Marsh should get busy on these pre-
liminary steps, if she intends to
carry out her latest promise to the
Liberal women’s organization,

Prime Minister Sir Alec Doug-
las-Home has appointed a huge
Ministry of 38 members. His
predecessor, Harold Macmillan,
had two less. Of those, only 21
senior ministers were included
in the Cabinet; the other 15 were
misleadingly known as “Minis-
ters of Cabinet rank" Te
were also four lowlier ministers,
a-chief whip, and 35 Parliamen-
tary under-secretaries to c o
plete the massive “‘Ministry.

For Smallpox

cine. The chemical in question,
Morboran, represents more than
a decade of research work on
the part of British and American
sclentists. This drug reduced the
incidence of smallpox 9% per
cent in India, where the infection

Marboran will change all this.
A report in The Lancet, a Brit-
ish medical journal, says every
smallpox patient admitted to the
infectious disease hospital, Ton-
diarpet, Madras, Ind!n. between
February and July of 1963, was
questioned about those who came
into contact with him after the
rash defeloped.

A total of 2,227 susceptible
persons were found and vaccin-
ated. (Many others were exclud-
ed because they had had small-
pox or refused to cooperate.) Of
the total, 1,101 contacts were
given Marboran and the remain-
der were used as controls. A1l
were visited 16 days later to de-
termine what had happened.
There were three mild cases of
smallpox among the treated
group. In contrast, 78 cases oc- |
curred with 12 deaths among the
1,126 contacts who had been vac- |
ginated but not treated with |
Marboran.

The drug appeared to be ot |
effective among contacts who
never had been vaccinated. This
is fortunate because in some
western countries, many persons

have not been vaccinated and
epidemics have appeared in the
last few years. Marboran also is
effective when the contact is not
detected soon enough for succes-
sful re-vaccination to offer any|
chance of protectiol
