No transfer of power is involved
in Bill 82.

crease in freight rates on livestock
will all tend to make hog raising
more profitable.

The freeing of the Canadian dol-
lar will likely have the opposite
effect on beef prites. Indeed, de-
clines in beet ‘prices have already
taken place, :

beef. It would appear to be wisdom
on the part of our farmers to con-
sider carefully where this trend
may lead, should beef prices be-
come depressed.

The re-
sult has been that American pota-
toes are selling in New York and
Boston at prices that make it prac-
tically impossible to hurdle the
tariffs and freight barriers and
leave anything worthwhile for our
potatoes, \ ]

There will probably be a demand
for some seed but, not at high
prices as the. American grower, with
his low returhs, will endeavour tc
get his requirements as cheaply ac
possible.

We understand that the Potata
Marketing Board plans on review-
ing the situation with the proper
officials at Ottawa in an attempt
to. improve the present difficult

situation.
