Allies Predict Violence In Prisoner Talks

Five Provinces Have Not
Touched Civil Defence
Funds _foered By Ottawa

" OTTAWA, (CP)—Five of Cana-
da's 10 provinces have not touched
& penny of more than $2,000,000 in
civil defence funds offered to them
by the federal government in 1952
and 1953, Maj.--Gen F. F. Worth-
ington said Tuesday.

The wartime tank expert, now
national civil defence co-ordinator,
said Ontario, Quebec, New Bruns-
wick, Nova Scotia and Prince Ed-
ward Island could have had the
money on a ‘matching grant”
basis. He explained that the fed-
eral government is willing to put
up one civil defence dollar for
every dollar put up by the prov-
inces.

Gen. Worthington said in an in-
terview that Ontario and Quebec,
whose annual “allotment” of fed-
eral civil  defence funds s
$492,008 and  $433,081 respectively,
think that the federal government
should shoulder the entire expense
of civil defence across the country.

Yearly Basis

“They have refused to touch a
penny of the money we have of-
fered them,” he sald. “The grants
wre available on a year-to-year
basis but do not accumulate. This

Canada’d’ railways have begun
their annual autumn layotfs, due
in the most part to the slowing of
grain movements from, the prairies
to eastern Canada. More than 400
workers have already been dismis-
sed.

More than half this number is
in Manitoba, a Canadian Press
survey shows. Some 2256 more—
mostly yardmen—are scheduled to
be laid off there during the next
10 days.

Canadian National Railways of-
ficials at Toronto said most of
their dismissals have been tem-
porary employees, hired when yard
work gets heavy in the spring and
regularly let off during the fall
slack period. The slow-down in
grain movement, the CNR's biggest
single freight item, can be blamed
for most of the layoffs.

Other layoffs: Stratford, Ont.,
48 let out two weeks ago; Monc-
ton 40; Charlottetown 36; McAdam,
N. B, 25; Vancouver, 4. A few
men also were laid off in Alberta.
All were laid off by the CNR ex-
cept those dismissed at McAdam

A Few Days

Each side must give the com-
mission onew=day’'s notice. Even if
the Communists reply today they
cannot begin the touchy, explosive
explanations before Thursday.

The UN command was expected
to wait a few days. It has only
335 South Koreans, 23 Americans
and one Briton to try to ccax back
home.
