That Missing $100,000.

A FEW DAYS Aco the special telegraphic
news to the ExaMmiNer contained the fact
that a well known citizen of Montreal had
been unable to account for $100,000 trust
funds of an estate to which he was curator.
The fgllowing is a full account of the affair :

The Phillips estate represents several hun
dred thoasand dollars, and some five or six
years agc. a notary named J S Huuter was
appeinted curator. The widow Phillips moved
in cho'ce eircles of society,but lived moderate-
ly. Notso with the curator. He lived in &
splendid mansion, kept his splendid horses,

{and his family enjoyed themselves with the

best that money could purchase. Parties
were frequent and the house was hospitality
itself. The outlay of the family is estimated
at $20,000 aunually, which is not bad for even
a well to do notary. In some manuer (report
says through an anonymous letter), the Widow
Phitlips became aware that all was not right
in connection with the administration of her
astate. He at first repudiated the suggestion
as a slandor upon the curator, but investiga-
tion proved that there was something wrong.
To her surprise and dismay she found thit a
large amount of the estate had been expended,
how she could not tell. The notary offered
restitution in so far as to the extent of his
property. That, however, is but a small part
of the whole. On Thursday evening it'was re-
ported that legal proceedings wiil be taken
against the curator, though he has notibeen
arrested. He has moved in the best circles,
was treasurer of St. Andrews Church, a mem-
ber of the Tandem Club, and has been gener-
ally considered an ornament to society.
