Use Radioactive
lodine As Aid
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Says Coldwell
Can Campaign

OTTAWA (CP) — CCF Leade:
M. J. Coldwell, admitted to hos
pital a week ago after suffering
a mild heart attack, will be able
to take part in the coming federal
election on a moderate basis.

Dr. T. L . Fisher, Mr. Cold-
well’s physician, said Monday the
CCF leader will leave hospital in
two weeks and will spend another
three weeks at home resting.
