raShit poachers upontheir territory. The
snaring of rabbits has always been, during
winter months, a source of amusement as

well as a source of dainty food supply to

the people living upon the outskirts of

Souris village; but this season the amuse-
ment or business of snaring rabbits has,

owing to the cause above stated, beenat-
tended with verylittle amusementorprofit.
it is not, of course, alleged that many rab-
bits are actuallykilled by the Souris sports-

men, (in fact it is triumphantly stated that

only one rabbit has been brought to Souris
this winter, and that specimen bore unm s-
takable evidence of having come [to its
death by strangulation), but the real griev-
ance is that the worry and excitement oc-

casioued by their sportsmen with their dogs

and guns make these timidlittle animals
wild and unsnarable. If the Souris hunts-

man would only leave their dogs at home,

ne trouble would be apprehen led, nor

would the supply of rabbits diminishin a
very marked degree. But the dogs do the

mischief, and threats are freely indulgedin
by these injured people, which do not alto-
gether predict a remarkable instance of
longevity in the case of a certain dog
