CENTRAL GUARDIAN \Magnificent Concert By

De Paur Infantry Chorus

An eagerly awaited event which
more than fulfilled expectations of
all who attended was the concert
presented last night by the de Paur
Infantry Chorus, under the aus-
pices of the Community Concert
Association, at Prince of Wales
College Auditorium.

The chorus, which was formed
during World War II and sang for
American troops from Iwo Jima to
Berlin, sprang into immediate pop-
ularity on its first post war tour,
and is now making its sixth ocon-
tinent-wide tour, performing be-
fore packed audiences all the way.
The return of the chorus to Char-
lottetown has been impatiently
waited for, and the audience which
was on hand: for the group's re-
appearance here more than filled
the auditorium.

A number of songs by contemp-
orary composers opened the pro-
gram last evening. “Crede” by Dai-
keong Lee is a musical setting of a
poem written by a New England
singer, after hearing the chorus
perform. “Deep Wet Moss” and
“Crazy Medicine”, composed by
Ivan Langstroth, songs inspired by
the folk lore of the American west,
were followed by the moving “The
Unknown Warrior 8peaks” by Kent
Keenan.

The second group of compositions
comprised four folk songs of Latin
America, of which two were sung
in Spanish, and one in Portuguese.
Although the language was foreign,
the fine interpretation and the
special vocal etfects clearly reveal-
ed the significance of these charm-
ing songs. Arrangements by the
chorus conductor, Leonard de
Paur, of Corrido de Cananea,
(Mexican Corrido), Calla No
Llores (Bolivian Yaravi) and Pren-
da Minha, a Brazillan Gaucho
song, were followed by a humor-
ous calypso song arranged by Jac-
obs.

A group of songs from World
War II opened with a ballad made
famous by an Australian corps in
Africa, the delightful “Waltzing
Matilda.” * “Chinese Soldier's El-
egy”, by Chian Ting-Hsien, &
muted and moving composition
which was rendered with especial
feeling, and displayed the perfect
control of every singer of each
note, was followed by a rousing
French song, “Le Chant de la
Liberation.” One of the favourites
on the program Wwas “Rodger
Young”, a moving ballad, based on

a tale of a soldier's sacrifice of his
own life for his companions, by
Loesser, arranged by de Paur.

Negro spirituals, which belong
particularly tg the native music of
this continent, are always favour-
ites, and the de Paur chorus ren-
ditions of several Negro spirituals
and work songs formed a partice
ularly delightful part of the pro-
gram, “Who Built De Ark”, ar=
ranged by Hall Johnson, the gen=
tle and touching “Sweet Little
Jesus Boy” by MaocGimsey, and
Ulysses Elam’s “Jesus Hung and
Died”, which was sung in a most
impressive —manner, formed the
tirst part of this group. ‘T'wo work
songs, “Every Mail Day”, a chain
gang song, and “No Bottom”, &
steamboat song by Wolfe, from the
play John Henry, rhythmic and
expressive songs describing the
life of the Negro in the South, fol-
lowed.

The program was concluded with
a number of songs of faith. Nor-
den's arrangement of Tschesnok-
off's “Salvation Is Created”, the
17th century “A Din Toire Mit
Gott” (Low—Haufrecht) were mov=
ingly sung. More familiar com-
positions were three chorales by
Bach, “Housanna to the Living
Lord”, “O Night Of Doubt”, and

part of the concert ended with the
beautiful Ave Maria, (Bach-Gou-
nod), arranged for the chorus by
the conductor himseif, which was
given a superb interpretation.

The director of the chorus,
Leonard de Paur, is one of Amer-
ica's most gifted conductors, and
his direction has made of a chorus
of outstanding voices a group which
performs as a perfectly integrated
whole. The wide range displayed by
a number of soloists adds to the
amazing versatility of the chorus
which is equally at home perform-
ing any type of choral composition,
and sings entirely without accom-
paniment.

clearance In municipalities, enlarge
the loan powers of private lending
institutions and enable Central
Mortgage nd Housing Corporation
— the federal housing agency — to
mke supplementary advances on
home construction loans.

Basic policy on interest rates,
down payments and the federal
share of loans would not be
changed for home-building pro-
jects.

Other Business

Besides starting the housing-act
changes on their way through
Parliament, the House also gave
third and final reading to a bill
to provide free university educa-
tion for children of deceased mem-
bers of the armed forces. It will
provide an average of around $500
a year for each student, including
a $25-a-month allowance besides
tuition costs.

Final reading was given to a bill
consolidating and tightening the
Pure Food and Drugs Act.

Trade Minister Howe announ-
ced that Prime Minister St. Laur-
ent, on a trip to Washington early
in May, will personally follow up
Canadian representations against
United States trade barriers af-
fecting this country.

Labor Minister Gregg announ-
ced Transport Controller R.W.
Milner has gone to the West Coast
to goln labor department repre=
senfatives in trying to settle the
long strike of elevator workers
that shut off grain shipments from
the port of Vancouver.

Explains Bill

In fhe housing debate, Resour-
ces Minister Winters said his bill
will increase the total voted to
the home ownership loan fund to
$500,000,000 from  $300,000,000 and

the amount for rental housing to
$250,000,000 from $150,000,000.
Most of the total in the funds

already is out on loan or commit-
ted and Mr. Winters said that
without the additions there would
not be enough for 1053 operations.
He said 1953 housing starts are
running ahead of those for the

same time last year.

The slum-clearance part of Mr.
Winters' bill- the sccond major
gection-—will broaden a provision
which now allows federal aid

only when the cleared land is to
be sold for a housing develop-
ment to a private company.
Under the bill, cleared land
may be sold to the province and

Central Mortgage and Iousing
Corporation for a joint develop-
ment. Also, it will allow the

municipality to use the cleared
area for a public purpose and
provide an alternate site for the
necessary housing development.

One section aimed at loosening
mortgage money would empower
lending institutions to make loans
at levels specified in  the Na-
tional Act—up to 80 per cent of
the agrge-upon sale value of a
house—despite limitations on their

investment powers contained in
other statutes.
