BELOVED BY ALL

The annals of 1858 note with keen
regret the last illness and death of
Bishop Bernard MacDonald
whose interest as founder, bene-
factor and friend of Notre Dame
was as great as it was paternal.
A resume of the account will be
appreciated by all Islanders for in
the early days of Charlottetown,
he was beloved by people of
every race and creed.

Bishop Bernard MacDonald, a
native of Prince Edward Island
died at the close of the year 1859,
at the age of 62 years. Having
completed his studies in Quebec,
where he was ordained in 1832, he
worked in the diocese of Charlotte-
town then under the spiritual care

‘| of the saintly Bishop MacEachern

who saw in the zealous young priest
a hopeful successor. He was con-
secrated Bishop of Charlottetown
four years later.

Bishop MacDonald though re-
markable for his great piety and
kindness of heart excelled in the
virtues of humility and poverty.
His episcopal residence was an
ordinary home, no better in ap-
pearance or comfort than that of
the poor among whom he loved to
live. He never sought grandeut

Only two more dates before his
passing record his last activities.
On Jque 29, he erected the Sta-
tions of the Cross in the Convent
Chapel. Though tired and feeble
after the ceremony, he insisted on
seeing all the pupils assembled in
the ‘‘grande salle”. After they had
entertained him with music and
song, he spoke to them of the
happiness that was his to see them
enjoy and benefit by their privi-
lege of living in a house dedicated
to the Blessed Virgin and directed
by women whose lives were pat-
terned after this august Queen. He
spent two hours with the children
that morning - his last visit to
Notre Dame. A month later, on
July 30, Bishop MacDonald con-
firmed 600 children at the Cathed-
ral.

On October 27. His Lordship
with extreme regret consented to
leave his episcopal residence in
Rustico. He chose Saint Dunstan's
College for his last dwelling place.
Soon he became so weak that he
was obliged to remain in bed.
For two months he suffered in-
tensely, but in silence. Shortly be-
fore his death he sent a gift of
£30 to the Convent “‘for the sus-
tenance of the Sisters and their
Cdmmunity." This last act of Kind-
ness touched the Sisters deeply for
it came from a person who lived
in complete poverty denying him-
self, even in his last illness, every
comfort. He died on December
30th.
