All Along

NEW YORK, (AP)—Ships were
in trouble all along the Atlantic
coast Tuesday as gales tossed the
seas into mountainous waves.

Two tankers north of Puerto
Rriro sought help after explosions, in
one of which two men were badly
burned. -

A tug towing a barge was in ser-
jaus trouble off the New  Jersey
coast, with three men aboard the
barge.

The coast guard also continued
a search over stormy seas from
vlorida to Maine for a freighter
missing 8ince Saturday.

The explosions occurred aboard
the Norwegian tankers Fensal and
Braconda, and fires broke out on
both ships. The Fensal was some
200 miles north of San Juan, Puerto
Rico at the time. No one was re-
ported hurt in the explosion.

The latest report from the tanker
said she had brought the fire under
