Irish Home Rule

NEW FINANCIAL PROPOSALS IN CONNECTION
WITM THE IRISH PARLIAMENT,

A London despatch ssys the new finan-
cial proposals in connection with the pro-
posed establishment of the Irish Parliament
were issued on Friday. Clause ten relates
to the separate consulidated fund and
taxes; eleven relates to hereditary revenues
and income tax; twelve tothe financial! ar-
Tangements as between the United King-
dom and Ireland; thirteen relating to the
treasury account of Ireland is omitted
from the new proposals.
The new schemeprovides that the revenue

shall be divided inte two classes, general
and special. The general revenueis to con-
siat of the gross taxes of Ireland; a portion
of the hereditary crown revenue; a certain
amount of the customs and excise duties
collected in England onarticles consumed
in Ireland; the residue of the general class
revenue after Ireland’s imperial contribu-
tion is paid shall come from the special
revenue, Ireland shall bear her = civil
cha A rate exchequer and con-
colidated fundshall be established, and the
taxes imposed by the Irish parliament shall
forza a part of the epecial revenue to be ap:
plied to the public service of Ireland. The
postage duties in Ireland, until the im-
peril constitution is revised, shull be im-
posed by the imperial parliament. If the
post office revenueis less than the expendi-
ture, the deficiency must be paid to the
imperial exchequer out of the Irish ex-
chequer.
