Hon. Mr. Howrax,—Because of our cor-
vection with ench vain minded and bigoted
politicians as yourself, [ knew that the
Hon, Mr. Coles had promised a grant in aid
of St. Dunstan’s College, aud deeply do I
regret the dark shadow which has passed
upon him. But, ob! shades of Kdward
Whelan and George Coles! to think of the
hon, member, with the rame of liberalism
on his lips, voting, tut a few months since
in favor of the Hon, Edward Palmer!
When the Catholics went over to the Gov-

hen the Catholies and their former poli-

tical associstes met to arrange their joint ~

poliey, they proposed ccrtam resolutions
caloulated 10 strengthen the position of the
libera! party. The first of these resolutions
is in the following words :—
¢ When any school shall bave been opencd
by any sees or denominution it shall be
p'aced under the Boird of Edacation. and
be subject tothe rules and regulat'ons there-
of, save and except that nothing here’n con-
tained sha!l prevect the parents and guar-
diaos from seleoting their own (X1 books.
and choosiag taeir own teaehers.”’
This resolaticn, M« Chairman is far from
iujuring any schoo'. It subjects them to
the contrel of the Board of Kdueation, and
gonsequently to the insp otion prowvided by
law. When ths Caibolic members wore
told tbat certain memiers of tbe liberal
party bad been ceturncd piedged to oppose
scetarian grants they were willing to waive
a poction of their views rather than break
up the party, and forbore to nress the cla w
which taey belicved te Le based on justice,
The sccond of the resoluiions is as follows :
Resalved, That no echools placed nnder
the eontrol of the Board cf Education sbould
be deprived on aceount of relig:ous instruct-
ion being giver in such schools of a poriion
of the etfluouion fuod, equivalent to the
work such schools perform, and that it i« ex-
pedieos to make such a change in the Free
Kdueation Act, as will admit religious in-
structicn to be given in the schools in this
Islacd, in euch districts as the parents or
guntdisns desire; such linstruction to be
given and at such bours as are notdevoted to
secuiar instructior,
Waell, sir, [ presume that no man calling bim-
self a christian, will dispute the opinion that
ohildbood is the period of life at which the
priuciples of morality snd religion should be
instilled into the mind ; not only ae the im-
pressions then conveyed are more likely to
iofluence the whole after life, but also be-
cause instruciion is received with more readi-
ness then, than subseguently. What other
feeling has induoed the Metbodists to erect
pear Charlottetown s ULuilding for the
eduestion of youth, second to mone ia
this Colony? Recognizing the necessity
of the religions element in  education
they oeccapy the same platform as
the Catholios ir asking fora graut for their
Schools; the Catholies sought met to break
up the present school system, but they
merely sought aid under the state Ithiege
which imposed s necessity on Protes‘ants as
well as themselves, Separate sehool grapts
obtained in the neighboring Dcminion of
Canada, and in other dependencies of the
Crown, even in far off Vicioria.  That re-
golution wos framed with the express objees
of meeting the views of cur political friends.
It carefully guards aguiost any tampering
with the creeds of the pupils and specifies
that any religious teaching shall take piace
alter the expiration of the time allotted tg
secular education, [ know men and women
in Charlottetown, Georgetown and in Prince
County, who are willing to devote their
lives to the duty of qualifying others for a
life in 8 better world, Last year the bon.
wember for Belfast (Hon. B, Davies), gave
bis opivion that s knowledge of the first
four rules of arithmetie, with reading and
writing, covstituted an smount of educution
sufficient to quslify for this world 2nd the
pext, But sir, how was the resclution I
have just read met? ‘The hon ‘member for
New London (Hop, Mr. Sivglair), moved a
Resoluticn to the effect that it'was not ad-
visable o siter the present Education Act
to which I woved the following as an
amecdment :
¢ Provided aJways that po school should
be déprived of Goverpment sllowance on ac-
gopot of religious instryction being impart:
‘vd ip such schoole, but that such religious
jnstruction shall in no case be given escept
with the consent und av the desire of the
‘ sud guardiags of the papils who at.
end such schools,sod at puch hours a3 are not
devoted to secular instruction.”” On the
second day of the caacus the Catholic mem:
bers were told that if they did not choose to
ive for all time to come, their claime for
id to sheir Hducational Lnstitations, they
might leaye the party which would be joined

by another political section, and this combina-
tios cou'd and would form and earry on tke
Goverument. Thus, sir, our old friends wero
not conicnt to leave this Question iu aboy-
ence for four years, and thinkiog they could
do us they plcased, threw overboard their
Catho'ic asacciates, I oluim credit for the
Catholics for their aciion on this subject.
They were wiiling to ubide the time when
this subject should be viewed by Protestants
in the same light in which they regard it

I have nothing exceptionally favorable to
expect from my present politica! friends, [
have dune pothing for them The Catholics
bad a claim on the Protestants members of
their former political party, who however,
acting oo the be'ief that they could do with.
out them severed the conmection of years,
and iv consequence were badly Euchred

The Edacation
Act already vides for the privilege of
religious worsbip, We were toid that the
Catholics would never be eatisfied until they
obtained & graot, end the hon. member re-
ferred to the spirited action of the Methodist
body, in izing an admirable education-
al inetitution near Cbarlottetown. I full
concur in what he said in conneetion wy
that institution, but the Metbhodista have not
ssked for a t of public momey in aid of it.
1 believe, if the State pays for religious in-
strcction,;it must be of some particnlar kind,
and it wounld be an unfair application of the
geveral funds of the Colony, to grant publie
aid to one denomination to the exclusion of
the othere. I said that the Education Aect
provides ail that is embodied in the second
rosslation of the hon. member. The 36th
seotion atates that, “ The publio schoolhoare
in every distriot established cz regulated,
pnder this, or any former Aet, relating to
edncation, with the consent of the majority
of the trustees thereof, be used by the licen-
sed tescher thereof, for the purpose of teach-

‘ng nigh\ or evening classce therein, for his,
¢ her own benefit and such schoolhouse
may be used as a place of worship, or for any
other lawfal publioc meeting, with the consent
of the trustees as aforessid, 2nd at sueh time
98 they may appoiot,’’ and suthorises the
Board of Education to prevens the regular
school hours being interfered with by auy
special uss of the building.

Hoo. Mr. Howran.—Then why did not the
hon. member vote for my resolation? §
would like to know whether the teacher,
under ths section just read by the hon. mem-
ber, would be authorizad to teach religion
in & schoolhouse for bis, or her own benefis?

I have signed the pledgs alluded to by the
bon. member from New London (Hon, Mr,
Sinelair), und believe that, in eo dong, I
hase contributed to the peaece apd barmony
of ths peopis. Thut pledge is before the
country ; it merely biads thuse who signed ie,
not o alter the Education Act uatil such al-
teration be required by the people, The
subject i8in the same state as it was previcus-
‘ly,and we plodged ourseives not to change it
during the daration of ihis Houss. But, as
I stated in caucus, that pledge dic not re-
striot those who were parties to it from
expreseing their opinions ou it, when it might
be brought up in the Legwslature.

The Wesleyans have been referred to
in this discussion, Trua it 18 that teey have
eracted a handsome edifice, as a echodllionss,
i the vieinity of Charlottetown, and I give
them all credit for their public spirit. But
why did they do so? Beeauss they foand
that our commmon sehools did not afford that
degree of oducation which they desired for
their children. The Cathelics have similar
feelings. Ibhe Wesleyans, as » body, are
wealthy, and I cannot bat think it a hardship
that the Catholics, who, 83 a clsss, are, in a
pecuniary point of view, in a very different
position, shrald be compelied to ¢omtribate
towards a system of which shey do not ap-
prove.

Mr. Muxro—Mr, Chairman it is not my
intention to detain the Committee many
minutes. I shall, in as few words as possi-
ble, express my approval of the policy on the
school yuestion enunciated by the present
Government. That dcleved policy is that
po grants of public money be voted‘ouny de-
nomiustional, or sectarian schouls. There {a
nothing in that declaration, however, to
delay or prevent our having sohools of differ-
ent grades it: the towns and villages of the
Island. It & imposa:bie that the full benefits
of the eystem can be realized, while tie time
of our teachers is to be devoted to teaching
the primary rudimente, even the alphahet,
upwarde through th: various stages. to the
higher branches of Algebra. There should
be a scparate provision tor pupile who have
to acquire the elements of education. The
quostiou has oveupied the aitention of ep-
hightened men in cthe: ciuntiies, and it
must, of course, come up here; snd it is ong
which my constituents regard as of 8o great
importaunce, that [ couid not be cxpocted to
give u silent vote upon it On the sabject of
Industrial Exhibit:ons,the bon, wember from
Kast Puint (Mr, McL-an) has cxpressed a
wish that it might be heid at Soarws, but.

The fifth, sixth, soventh and eighth para-
graphs were severally read and agreed to,
The ninth, relating to the removal of prohihi-
tory instructions issued against United ®taten
fishermen was read.

Hon. Mr, PERRrY said that it was very well
knowa that our allowing United Staces ishing
vessels to come into our ports for the purpese
of obtal:ing supplies, was the wears of bringe
ing & considerable sum of money into the Cot-
ony, and of aussisting our trade. We should
therefore rather encourage these fishermen to
Ylm:hue their supplies in this Colony, The

sland was much better off under Reciprocity,
than at any time preceeding it. American
fshermen came into our ports acd yurchased
supplies of milk, eggs, butter, potatoes, salt,
vegriab'es and whaiever else we had to dis-
pose of, ard thus greatly assizted our trade.
We received a larger price for cur fish and
agricultaral produce, than we cvor had hefors.
Bat the lote restrietions prevented those fishe
ing vessels from entering our harbors, and thus
injured our trade. He did not know that the
British Goverameut were to be blamed for it,
for the United States had atroguted the Ree
ciprocity Treaty, and could expoet nothing
else than the treatment they had lately recaiv-
ed. The cld Treaty of 1818, went into effect
when the Reciprocity Treaty was abolished,
snd the eirictly cacrying out of the provisions
of the former, prevented United Stages fishere
meu from entering our ports. He was yery
glad, however, that the restrictions placed
upon those fishing vessels had been removed,
uod that & commission had been appointed by
the Britisk Government, to proceed to Wash-
ington, for the purpose of bringing about a
sestlement of those difficuities The remoyal
of thosa reatrictious might be the means of
indueci ‘g the United States Government to
negotiate a new Treaty on fair terms in roturp,
ir.
