New Income Tax
Schedules Out

23- (CP)- New

OTTAWA, May
schedules of tax deductions for
persons paying income tax at
source are in the hands of Can-
adian employers, who will start
using them July 1, a Revenue De-
partment spokesman said today.

The schedules  incorporate
changes in department income tax
on the last budget, which provid-
ed for a decrease of about six per
cent in income tax and at the
same time more than wiped out
the increase with an old-age pen-

sion levy.
The resolution schedules—used
by the employer to determine

how much to deduct from each
employee’'s weekly or monthly pay
—are in most cases slightly high-
er than the one now in force.

For example, a single man with
no dependents making $30 a week
has been paying $1.85 weekly and
new will pay $1.95. At $50 a week,
his tax rises to $5.95 from $5.70;
at $80 to $12.60 from $12.05 and
at $100 to $17.25 from $16.90.

A married man with no de-
pendents making $50 a week has
been paying $200 weekly and
now will pay $210. At $80 his tax
rises to $8.30 from $7.95 and at
