The Wheat Midge when ut maturity, is a
fragile insect about the size of & gnat, in colour
between a hright yellow and orange, its wings
are transparent, cyes black and the feelers,
or antenna of the male covered with hairs, and
when viewed with the microscope it is a very
pretty little insect. Tt makes its appearance
in July, and way be seen in calm evenings
hoveritg in myriads over the wheat ields.  The
female, whichis larger than the male, deposits
the grub or larva—which is of an orange colour

humiliation to the enemy. ¢ Forewarned, |
forearmed,” says the proverb, and doubtless
the belief in this attack, the knowledge that it
would be made, has contributed largely to the |
brilliant results which bave followed. |

We learn from Lord Panmure’s brief an-
nouncement that the attack commenced on
Thursday at daybreak,—that the Russians had
between 50,000 and 60,000 men under_ the
command of General Liprandi engaged in it,— |
that the battle lasted three hours, and ended |
in the defeat of the enemy, with the loss on
bis part of some 4000 or men, and what|
shows still more unmistakably the character of
the vietor,y about four thousand of his troops
were taken “prisoncrs. This last announcement |
is conclusiveas to the defeat being complete,
and it is only excelled in importance by the |
assurance in the War Minister's despatch that |
the loss on the part of the allies was very small.
