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An Episode of an Indian Raid ia Utah

Nearly Thirty Years Ago,

in Indian depredation claims.
“In taking testimony in these Indian

cases,” said Mr, Spearman, *‘I frequent-
ly hear some very interesting stories
concerning early frontier life. I re-
memberone case in particular, whichI
thought to be one of the most remark-

able exhibitions of courage it an 5-
year-old boy that I have ever heard of.

It occurred near the town of Beaver,

in Utah.
attacked by the Indians and one manu

who wes visiting the ranchmankilled,
and for a while it seemed as if the
whole party, wife and children, would
falla prey tothe savages. The house
was surrounded by the Indians and
the people within defended themselves
as best they could, but the ranchman,
watching his opportunity, lowered his
two children, eight and twelve years

old, from the back window and told

them to try to make
canon and fellow it down to Beaver,
where they could obtain help. The
two children succeeded in reaching the

canon unobserved, and, with presence
of mind andbravery which, TF think, is

remarkablefor a child of that age, the
boy told his sister to follow down one

side of the canon and he wouldfollow
the other, so that in case the Indians
should find one of them the other
might not be observed.

“The children succeeded in reaching
Beaver, where a relief party was or-
ganized which hastened to the rescue

of the besieged party. At the begin-

ning of the siege the Indians had

heard the children in the house, and

missing their voices the alert savages

discovered that they had gone and en-
deavored to overtake them, but being

unsuccessful. and knowing that help

would soon arrive, withdrew before
the rescuers could reach the ranch,”—
Denver Republican.
