In the meantime another step hn been
taken by the Allied Powers, and wi
shortly au:recl to hear that the ﬂeetl af En-
gland and France are for the first time
cnmmg in the Black Sea,—a change in the
state of affairs which cansldernhly out-
weighs any advantage Russia may derive
rmm her success at Sinope. It remains to

seen what notice the Cabinet of St.
Peler‘hur!h will think fit to take of this de-
monstration. Russia has, at times, raised
the strange pretension that she has grounds
for objecting to the presence of a foreign
naval flag in that inland tract of water, and
she affects to lose sight of the fact that the
Black Sea has been arded as a mare
clausum, not under the control of Russia,
but of Turkey, which commands the only
approach to it. The Convention of 1841
was a formal recognition by the Five Great
Powers of the ancient rule of the Ottoman
empire, by which the straits of the Dar-
danelles and the Bosphorous ought con-
stantly to be closed against foreign ships of
war as long as the Porte is at peace. But
the very terms of this exclusion denote that
when the Porte is not at peace the rule
