I bad spent 18 months in the
Budapest prison of the Hungarian
secret ppice, convicted of treason
against the Communist regime of
Matyas Rakosl.

I wag a reporter for The As-
sociated Press when Rakos
grabbed power from Imre Nagy,
accused me of spying and or
dered my arrest.

Aug. 16, 1956, staried as every
other day. Sitting alone in my
small cell, completely isolated
from the world, I did not know

what was on outside the
thick wallg of prison. It had
pot heand that Rakosi, an old

Stalinist and the man whose fate
apparently determined mine, had
been ousted a month earlier. I
had no reason to hope.
-morning I was taken
down to the plush office of the
secret police officer in charge of
my case. The usual routine: twe
jailers in their snappy grey-
green uniforms flanking me ot
either side and holding firmly
