LEATUZ? BIGYCLE TIRE,

It is Very Much More Serviceable Than
the Rubber Covering.

Two Frenchmen of Rheims have re-
cently completed an invention, which
they claim in a measure, will revoluti-
onize the present pneumatic tire. They
build their wheels by substituting an
ouier pneumatic tube made of leather
for the rubber tubes now in use. Their
invention has been taken up by the
Ministry of War, who are now perfect-
ing the idea with a view to supply all
the militiry bicycles with tires that
will not give out easily. The resistance
of leather is considerably greater than
that of rubber, and it will better stand
the pressure from within and the ex-
terior agent, such as nails, hoops, roots
or sharp pebbles. It is not absolutely
imperforable, but it is at least as good
as the fine steel bund which was ex-
perimentally placed between the outer
and inner tubes, and which was pierced
by w~edles and tacks, Leather offers
the greatest impenetrability in rela-
tion to its thickness without impairing
the necessary elastici It is further
improved by u preparation which ren-
ders it impe to water. The
leather tire is easily repaired in case
of perforation; any cobbler can sew it
up, and this repair is permanent and
not likely to get out of orde Other
advantsges (laimed for the leather tire
are : QGreater lightness, it will not get
out of shape as does 1ubber, and it will
not slip on asphalt puvement or wet
road The new n rial for the tire
seems to meet with gecat encourage-
ment on the part of the military au-
thorities of France. Should it be adopt-
ed as it is expectea it will be, there is
a chance fcr very :musing scenes in
the barracks when the cyceling orderly
will “shine” his pncumatie tires the
same as he does his boots for the pa-
rade or the inspection.—La Nature,

Kiln for Briek or Tile,

An English manufacturer has devised
an improvement in continuous kiins,
his main object Leing to so arrange and
construct the flus and operate -the
dampers as to obtain more uniform, ef-

ficient and economical drying of th
green material., For the above pur-
pose the tops of the ¢ nbers are pro-
vided with openings I ing to flues

which pass along the tops of the ch. m-
bers and then to a flue leading to a
smokestack. Openings are also pro-
vided at or near the bottoms of the
chambers leading into u; takes connect-
ed to central flues. D.mpers are fitted
to open and close the flues leading to
the smokestack and the uptakes con-
nected to the central flue. The dampers
are so disposed that steam and mois-
ture may pass from the top of a chem-
ber to the smokestack, whilst the heat-
ed gases in a kiln containing the finish-
ed fictile products pass by the uptakes
and central flue to the bottom of the
chamber containing the gre n materdal.

Latest Boiler Purge.

As a disincrustant for use in badly
treated boilers an English authority
recommends the use of liquid carbonic
acid. The boiler should be nearly filled
with cold water, and that should be
saturated with the liquid carbonic acid,
wkich will, it stated, dissolve the
carbonate of lime, precipitate th> sul-
phate of lime and rendcr the plates
perfect'y clean. The remedy s no doubt
worth a trial, and perh:ps it may an-
swer as an anti-crustator as well

is

Leather Covering for Pulleys.

A recipe for covering pulleys with
leather or paper is given in the Indian
Ingineers. Spread over the metal a
thin, hot solution of glue. Soak or
sponge the leather well with a warm
solution of gallnuts before placing it
on the metal, Press down firmly and
let dry. Cemented in this way, leather
will tear before it can be separated
from the metal. Split leather is fully
as good as, if not etter, thon any other
kind. Paper may also be used to cover
a pulley, and fastened in the same man-
ner.

Preventing Tuberulesia,

At a recent meeting of the Berlin
Medical Society Prof, Cornet read a
p-per on “Tuberculosis, and the Meas-
ures Taken to Prevent It,” in the cours:
of which he said that cleanliness and
intelligent care are the best means of
preventing its propagation. Prof. Vir-
chow, in the course of the discussion,
said it would be a great advantege I/
persons wouid refrain from expectorat-
ing in public placcs, except into prop-
erly regulated spittoon. Dried spu-
tum was, he said, often to be seen in
railway carriages, which he thinks ex-
tremely conducive to the propagation
of tuberculosis amongst railway pas-
sengers. The warning may have some
effect on those “travelers” who persist
in closing the windows even in warm
weather, and it inay do something to
check the abominable habit of spitting.

Aluminium Corks,

A New York firm mikes a specialty
of bottle caps, and is now trying alum-
inium for beer bottle stoppers. Since
the firm took hold of aluminium caps
it has found it profitable to take up
aluminium casting, and is now doing
considerable pusiness in this line.

Electrieally Marked Liunes.

The latest application of electricity
for murking linen, the apparatus
eing known as the electo-
» fabric is damped, prefer-

from a silver die, carrying silver into

the fabric, wherever the die touches.
T1h> current is then reversed for three
seconds, which reduces the silver in
the f.biiz; the final result being the
same as when ordinary marking ink
is used.

A Composite Pipe for High Pressure.

A Clasgow engineer has made a com-
posite metal steel pipe which he claims
meets the requirements of increasing
pressures and at the same time pos-
sesses all the zdvantages of a copper
pipe. The pipe consists of a thin shell
of copper, about which is colled a steel
wire on the method adopted in making
guns, with the exception that the wire
‘s made into one continuous external
sheet by treatment in a bath of molten
alloy. The copper is .128 inch in thick-
ness, and the coiled steel wire has =
thickness of .084 inch, so that the total
thickness of the 9%inch steam pipe is
wly .2i2 inch, the weight being 24.3
n-unds per lineal foot.

AUBREY BEARDSLEY.

A Boy of Twenty, Me is the Macterlinek

of the Brush.

Aubrey Beardsley is the typical de-
generate of pictorial art, the Macter-
linck of the brush. He is a boy of
twenty who budded as a draughtsman
for the London papers, and flowercd us
the artist of the Yellow Book, that
amazing product of litertary and ar-
tistic eccentricity which divides atten-
tion of morbd seekers after some new
thing with the modern women and the
revival of classical immorality. Beards-
ley was the favorite illustrator of Os-
car Wilde, and his most celebrated
plctures were made for that martyr's
“Salome,” the new “Morte d'Arthur.”
and Wagner's “Story of Venus.” Judg-
ing from some reproductions and imi-
tations, these pictures are the craziest
caricatures to the sane eye, but the
disciples of the Beardsley school wor-
ship them as the new art. They are
absolutely without drawing as it is
understcod out of Bedlam, and their
color scheme reminds a Philistine critic
of an “English sunset struck by light-
ning.” There is g suggestion of Japan-
ese art in their absolute ignoring of per
spective, and their crude masses of
solid color, or of contrasting black and
white, in the newspaper illustrations,
but the wildest lunatic of Japan nevel
conceived such deliberate distortion of
form and such intricate chaos of com-
position.

The
interesting thing about this new school
4 of “art” is its ovious development out o
the lesser divagations of a school which
has called itself genuine without
serious contradiction. Aubrey Beards-
ley has done no more than to carry the
theories of the pre-Raphaelites to their
iogical conclusion. He is the artistic
child of Rossetti, grown to full stature,
+8 Maeterlinck is the matured progeny
of Swinburne, and can claim remote
cousinship even with so real an artist
as Holman Hunt. If an artist may sub-
stitute his individual notion of what
the human figure should be, how dr- p-
ery should hang, how +trees should
grow, how lights and shadows should
fall, for what he sces in nature, ther
is no limit to his privilege. If he may
add divers inches to a woman’s neck
or arm because he likes to see it fthat
way, he may surmount crazy-quilt
blotches of color with Assyrian charac-
ters, and call one a figure and the other
a face. Beardsl y’s “Salome” is a legit-
imate development of Rossetti’s “Beat-
rice.” This lunacy is likely to leave a
permanent impression upon the lower
forms of pictorial utiltdy. Imitation
4 of the Japanese has introduced a new
note in Western decorative art, which
Beardsley will intensify. When this
fad has had its little day among whai
are politely called painters, 1t will de-
scend to a craft of clever workmen and
serve a real purpose in giving new va-
rlety and piquancy to conventional de-
corations.—Portland Oregonian.

she means. Mast woman, very likely
owing to the restrictive nature of the
feminine costume, gesticulate awk-
wardly. Xeep ycur hands still is a
safe rule for every mneyice in platform
speaking. But not only the hands
shoula be kept quiet. Under the in-
fluence of excitement the woman speak-
er is prone to rise on her toes, to twist
apd to turn, or to bend forward un-
gracefully. Many of us have longed to
beg some friend who has not mastered:
the ;:art of repose in her publle manncr
to :stand still while she is delivering
her ofv:n eloquent and well-choséen re-
marks. nly transcendent power will
excuse ayw kwardness in delivery, and
most of:aa= have some time to wait be-
fore that gift will descend upon us.
The smile is gpother dangerous weapon
of the woman speaker. Some of the
