withdrew his motion of censure.

It is said that Col. Amyot will,
long, return to his former friends,
Conservatives.

Sir Richard Cartwright will make a
motion to-day, condemning the Government
on their handling of the fishery question.

Influential delegations are asking the in-
crease of the duty on pork and lard, and it
is probable that the duty on these articles
will be raised.

Sir John held out no encouragement to
the millers who asked an increased duty on
flour, but the lumbermen will likely get a
rebate on the export duty on lumber.
