Ingstad could have exam-
ined a haunting possibility. at
this point but did not. English
fishing capuinl reaching
Newfoundland soon® after its
rediscovery by Europeans in
the late 15th century reported
sighting blue-eyed, fair-haired
men among the predomi-
nantly dark Beothuk Indians.
