In the other day game Cleve-
land Indians stopped Boston Red
Sox 4-2 in 10 innings. The victory
enabled the Indians to pull within
one game of the pace-setting Red
Sox in the American League.

Kennedy's brilliant performance
probably saved his job. The 29-
vear-old lefthander was a bust in
spring training.

Kennedy's air-tight job spoiled a
fine pitching effort by lanky Paul

Minncr, who allowed only four
hits. One of the blows, however
was a two-run homer by Wes

Westrum and another a run-pro-
ducing triple by Bebby Thomson

Jim Tearn started for tHe Giants
and gave up both Chicago runs.

Hank Sauer drove in the mark-
ers with a triple and single Hearn
cave way to Kennedy in the third
with the bases loaded and two out.

Umpire Scotty
