Our leading hovses
however anticipate a severe stringeney in the
auerket a8 soou as the packing season shall begin.
A close investigation shows that from $7,000,000
Lo $5,000,000 are now ivvested ou speculation in
whisky in this city, scarcely any of which will be
available for other uses botore the first or uaddle
of February, about the tie packing season closes.
There 15 also a large amount uvested in the same
auanver in woul, which w Il be out of use tor the
packers.  The combined anounts will hardly fall
short of 10,000,000 thus withdrawn from use
when most needed.  In what way this vacuum
is to be filled is what pnzzics business eireles. The
immense crops gathered will require the use of
large sums of money. Tuken altogether, the con-
clusion is inevitable that there wil be au almost
unparalleled stringency in moeuey cireles during
the incoming packing sewwr, which ean ouly be
relieved by otber sourees of supply, the prospect
of whieh is vot guod new. It looks as it ove re-
sult would follow, and that is a downfall m prices
of pork and grain, aud if this prove true the
striogeney auticipated will hardly bring with it
any serious results.
