NEWS FROM THE CAPTIVES.

By the Koina, which had errived in Bombay har-
tior on September 18, we have aditional news of the
Abyssinian captives, and so many uunfounded rumers
lave been published regarding them, we may as
well state in passing that the informatien we are en-
abled to lay before our readers is authentic and may
be implicitly relied on, The tormer intelligence,
which we received on Sept. 7, brought down our
knowledge concernipg the Magadalla prisoners to
July 1, at which date they were *‘all well.”  Our io-
telligence received on Monday, comes down to July
27, (nearly a month later), with the same favorable
veport of their health, We are also informed that
the rains have sef in. ~ The latest date from King
Theodore’s eamp is July 11, at which date his Aby-
seinian Majesty was at Debra Tabor; heavy rain
was then falling, and these prisoners who are with
King Theodorus are ** all pretty well” and were
“well treated.” but the King's manner had *beceme
cold and indifferent.” ‘The country round Debra
Tubor was mugh ({sturhed, and «direet communi-
eation between the King's camp and the coast was
entirely cut off.' All communications from the
King’s eamop reached the coast by way of Magadal
la, which shows that the rumors, so industrionsly
circulated about the Magadallu captives being eut off
from Kivg Theodorus has no foundation in fact, or
if it ever had, the separation was only temporary.
No letters have been received by Government from
the King himself, but Theodorus states that he has
uo inteption of giving vp Mr. Rassam **unless he is
obliged to.” This, of course, means vothing wmore
or less than he will fight, and we are informed
(thofigh we do not state this with the same cer-
tainty of accuracy as we give the precedivg iutel-
ligence) that Theodorus fully expects that he will
bring nbout a coalition Leiween himsell and the
lchicfy, so tliat- the whole may fizght in a com-
{mon cause. The expedition, thererore, if the King
can carry out hi§ expectations will a0t walk through
Abyssinia  without trying the mettle of Theo-
dorus aud his soldiers,
