(anada, subject to any laws or regulations
of the United States, or of the States bor-
dering thereon, respectively, not inconsist~
ent with such privilege of free navigation.

And the United States further engage to
urge upon the Governments of the States
of New York and of Michigan to secure to
the inhabitants of Canada the use of the
Frie, the Whitehall and the Sault Ste.
Marie Canals, or of any enlarged or extend-
ecd or new canal or other improvement
connecting Lake Champlain with the lower
waters of the Hudson River which may be
made, as contemplated in article VI, on
terms of equality with the inhabitants of
the United States.

ARTICLE XV.

This treaty shall be duly ratified by Her
Britannic Majesty and by the President of
the United States, and the ratifications
shall be exchanged either at Washington
orat London within months from the
date hereof, or earlier, if possible.
