This deal occurred at match-point
duplicate, and although five clubs
was obviously the right contract
for the North-South hands, most
of the pairs sitting in that direc-
tion ended up at three notrump
and were defeated when West open-
ed A spade.

One North-South  wisely chose
the five-club contract on thelr own
account, but another pair had
East to thank for warning them
away from notrump. This was the
bidding at the table in reference:

There i quite a lot of “justice” &t
contract bridge, and East’s imexcus-
ably weak overcall of one diamond
got exactly what it deserved: 1t
pointed out the best contract to the
enemy.

What's more, even though East
happened to find his partner with
excellent spade support, he could
not use his own overcall as a spring-
board for a profitable sacrifice; al-
though greatly favored by the vul-
nerability conditions, Fast could
not afford :to outbid the five-club
contract. So there was simply no
value in the bid.

It is true that North-South
should have avoided notrump even
without a warning from the enemy,
put it must be borne in mind that
match-point players often gamble
for the extra points which accrue
to notrump. contracts. .
