My first personal contact with
Prince Edward Island ca.meb‘ through
::_.l}e l,'.e great Bishop Francis

Kelley, founder of Exten-
sion —and later Bishop of Okla-
homa. Once in my presence he re-
ferred to THE Island, with the
accent on the article. “What is-
}.l.nd is that?” I asked naively.
Prince Edward Island, of course,”
he answered, “Is there any other?”
To the Prince Edward Islanders,
that is somewhat the attitude.
God may have made other islands,
but when He made P.E.I, He
reached the climax in island con-
struction. And when you see it
from the alr, you ean und
s'omewhlt how the natives feel.
“The million acre farm,” they also
call it, “The Island Garden of the
Gulf” is another name. And from
the air, it is really beautiful, a
perfect pattern of careful farming,
with rgctuwlea of green alternat-
ing with squares and circles of
forest, and other fields of ploughed
land, an amazing red, almost ma-
roon in color. The contrast, as we
flew over, of the green pastures
and the red ploughed land wait-
ing for the oats and potatoes, the
singularly regular windbreaks of
evergreens, the frequent interrup-
tion of placid little lakes, and the
patches of woods, all tied together
by red dirt roads, gave me the im-
pression that I looked on agricul-
ture at its most artistie.

Not too many years ago, I came
to the Island by slow ferry. Now
the flight from the mainland is a
matter of minutes, plus this real
bird’s-eye view of simple peace and
rural charm. They tell us that
roads are hard to maintain be-
cause the earth is so rich and
loamy. But the Canadian Govern-
ment has promised another stretch
of the trans-Canada highway, and
that will make travel a joy
through the country of Anne of
Green Gables,

This is a land that is almost
equally divided between the de-
scendents of the Scots and of the
Irish. In the main, the Bcots are
Protestant, and the Irish solidly
Catholic; yet just to prove how
the pattern can be broken, the
first priest I met was Fa'her Mac-
‘Pherson, Scotch and obviously
Catholic.

turn to test the water and the
sand.

A magnificent Cathedral domi-
nates the city from the air, the
sea, and the land. Its graceful
spires proclaim the staunch faith
and religious aspiration of a very
religious people. For to the Island
come Bishops and religious su-
periors looking for some of the
extra vocations in which the Is-
land abounds. It has been a oradle
of priests and brothers and nuns,
with Oardinal MoGuigan .of Tor-
onto one of its gifts to the
Chureh.
