ergency.

“Our first job in Canada is to
find new and broader markets for
our surplus and at the same time
organize our marketing machinery
s0 we may cater in a systematic
manner to the markets where we
already have an entrance” Mr.
Porter asserted.

His personal view was the farm-
er's lot could be raised to parity
with that of the country ab large
by one of the three following
methods:

1. Substantlal lowering of tar-
iffs coupled with aggressive stimu-
lation trade. He considered this
the best fundamental method.

2. Establishment of a high price.
artificlally maintained, for all ag-
ricultural products consumed do-
mestically , if necessary,a state
bonus on exports in order to bring
the return up to the same price
level as for goods consumed at

home.

3. High taxation to create a
fund out of which to compensate
producers and re-establish parity.
Mr. Porter described this
“least desirable of all.”
