Declaration

PRAGUE (Reuters)—The Com-
munist countries of Europe Satur-
day night called on the West to
Join them 1q a series of European
security agreements after enlist-
ing East Germanys armed l'orces’
in their military network.

In a joint declaration signed
and issued here, the eight nations
of the Communist Warsaw pact
said they are willing to co-operate
with all other nations ‘‘for the
strengthening of European secur-
ity and the elimination of the
threat of a new war in Europe.”

Concretely, they suggested that
both the Warsaw act nations and
the members of the North At-
lantic Treaty Organization agree
“to solve differences and conflicts
arising between them only by
peaceful means.’

They also proposed that the ‘‘in-
terested countries’” ban atomic
for forces stationed in
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both East and West Germany, in-

cluding German troops, and called

for establishment of a zone in

Europe where the number and

location bof armed forces would be
ited by ¢
