|SUBMARINE POWER CABLES

“Five parallel electric cables are
to be laid 500 years apart to carry
140,000 volt lines across the Strait
of Georgia from the mainland of
British Columbia to Vancouver Is
land. The British Columbia Elect-
ric Company purchased thirty acr-
es of land at the corner of the
Ladner Trunk Road and Crescent
Drive, and have since bought
more land across the Ladner
Trunk Road. From there they are
building towers to carry the high
voltage wires through the farms
to the Tsawwassen Bluff near the
International Boundary belween
Canada and the United States on
Point Roberts. |
“At this point a few miles south |
of Ladner a deep trench wili be
required to get the cables down
below the water level of Georgia
Strait; from there to deep water
a distance of two miles from the
point Roberts shore, each of the
cables will have to be paid off
from a scow as the water is too
shallow for the 2,774 ton cable-
laying ship, “‘Ocean Layer”, which
will lay the five 17-mile léngths
of cable across the Strait of Geor-
gia to Caliano Island. This cable-
laying ship will also lay the cab-
les across the Trincomali Chan-
nel, between Saltspring and Park-
er Islands on the way to Vancouv-
er Island.

This is a remote possibility, but
has happened on rare occasions.
The course of the strait is ap-
proximately S.E. and N.W. Gen-
erally, after a North Easter the
wind comes around clock-wise
(with the sun) and when it comes
S.W. the ice will move off the N.B.
shore with wind and tide, and be
driven down the Island’'s western
shore, which runs N.E. and S.W.
clear of North Cape, and out Cabot

OCEAN LAYER
The Ocean Layer that is to hand-|
le the laying of this, the longest |
under water, high tension cable!
ever laid in the world; was laid |
down in a Hamburg shipyard be-|
fore the end of World War 11. The
British Government took her over
as reparations after the war, and
until a few months ago she was|
used as a freighter. She has, as |
a special feature for cable laying,
a propeller in the rudder, that will
help her to spin quickly either to
port or starboard, and hold her
course against wind or current.

After being refitted, this hefty,
cable-laying ship, handled a small
“break-in"’ cable-laying job in
South America. Her great, caver-|
nous holds now have the five 17-
mile lengths of the great electric |
cables-which are without either a
splice or a join-to span the deep
area of the Strait of Georgia. She
also has on board the four 4-mile|
lengths to cross the Trincomali |
Channel, These will be laid first,
as soon as the Ocean Layer ar- |
rives. She is now on her way
from England to her destination
in Georgia Strait.

She is laden with 100 miles of |
five<inch cable, weighing 29 pounds |
per foot, which has loaded her"
down right to her Primsoll line,
with the longest lengths of heavy|
cable ever manufactured, The
longest stretch of heavy cable
previously laid was only for three-
and a half-miles.

MOCKERY IS A WEAPON
THAT OFTEN BACKFIRES
Mockery is a weapon feared by
the earnest. It has been said that
a British soldier, who will lead a
charge right up to the cannon’s
mouth, will shrink before mockery
particularly of the deep convict-
lons of his soul

How to meet it is a problem
few_ are able to solve to their own
satisfaction even though they may
refuse to be turned aside by it.

But mockery is a dangerous
weapon. Often it explodes in the
hands of the one who uses it. A
number of such cases are historie
and as such warnings of a dram-
atch character.

King David was a dangerous
man to mock. Once he sent a mes-
'sage of kindly sympathy to the
son and heir of an old friend who
had passed away. When King Nah-
ash of the Ammonites died, David
said:—"T will deal loyally with
Hanun, the son of Nahash, as his
father dealt loyally with me." So
he sent messengers to console
the young king in his bereave-
ment

But the princes around young
King Hanun insisted that David's
motive was not to comfort the
b(_‘reavcd. but to spy out the land
with a view to invasion. So they
arrested the men, shaved off half
of their beards, cut off their gar-
ments at the hips and sent them
back to David.

They followed up their mockery
by forming an alliance against Is-
rael, a policy which brought on
them a crushing defeat.

If we may turn from sacred to

secular history, another such joke
was the jibe of the Dauphin of
France against King Henry V.
AS A SYMBOL

Whon Henry laid claim to cer-
tain Dukedoms in France, the
Dauphin sent him a box of tennis-
balls as”the symbol of the only
game the new king was fit to play.
According to Shakespeare, King
Henry replied:—

“When we have matched our rack-
ets with these balls

We will in France, by God's grace,
play a set

Shall strike his father's crown into
the hazard.

And tell the pleasant prince this
mock of his

Hath turned his balls to gun-
stones.”
The victory of Agzincourt was

England's answer. Henry richly
deserved the Dauphin's mockery
on account of the follies of his
youth but the Dauphin erred by

supposing that they were the
measure of the man.

To turn again to Holy Writ,—
Nehemiah was cut to the quick
bv his adversaries' ridicule of his
efforts to rebuild the walls of
Jerusalem.  They  sneered:—*If
a tox goes up on it, he will break
down their stone wall!”

Nehemiah turned to God with
the prayer?--“Hear, O our God.
for we are despised: turn back
their taunt upon their own
heads.””  Which is exactly what
was done,

When the prophet Jeremiah de-

nounced the mad policy of the

rulers of Judah, he too was met
with derision and cried in agony
to his God:—

i“l have become a laughing-stock
all the day; everyone mocks me

lFor the word of the Lord has be-
come for me

A reproach and derision all the
day long.”

But there is one example of
mockery that surpasses all others
in the spirit it expressed and in
the world's reaction against jt—
the crown of thorns. This was the
mockery of Jesus by the Roman
soldiers.

His own people had mocked Him
as prophet; the soldiers mocked
Him as King. This ope act has
pierced the heart of humanity as
has no other part of the abuse to
which Jesus was subjected.

The scratch of a thorn is so
familiar to evervone that to
think of that wreath of thorns be-
ing pressed down on Jesus' brow

and then struck with a reed te
make them pierce the deeper,
makes our souls writhe with sym-
pathy.

What made it particularly cruel
was the fact that this mockery of
Jesus was really directed against

the Jewish nation’s expectations of .

\\_m'id-so\'uremnn_\' under their Mes-
siah. The soldiers thoroughly de-

spised the Jews because of their
haughty pride and frequent re-
volts against Rome, and they
vented their contempt on the

One whom the Jews  accused of
aspiring to be King. Pilate show
ed the same temper when he put
over the Cross the supersecription:
“The King of the Jews.”
Nehemiah and Jeremiah cried to
God against the mockery to which
they were exposed, but Jesus was
