But thou-
sands have felt the power of his
magic spell. We must all agree
that the ‘man who has the most in-
fluence over our lives is not the
man ‘'we meeot familiarly and call
Tom. or Dick or Bill; but he is
that ideal man whose. spirit haunts
us in our waking hours and comes
to  us in our dreams.

“He is the man who calls our at-
“tention to our faults and stings
us and makes us ashamed of oyr-
selves. And then with a gentle
kindly spirit he instills into us
again a feeling of hopefulness and
we say “I would _llke to be the
man that you are!”

The fire,
which started at about 5 a.m., also
destroyed two or three motor cars.
The buildings were valued at appro-
ximately $45,000.
