You
want to attacl. - him: by affcetion and in-
terest to the soil that he cultivates.
Begin, then, early to identify his inter-
cst with your business, as if he was under
no obligations to you, If he fancies
stock, give him what he likes, and let
the increases be his. Especially encour-
age him to plant orchards or vineyards
of the finest variety of fruit. Teach
him to bud, graft, prune ripen and mar-
ket all the fruits of your climate. Fur-
nish him with all the books and facili-
ties that he needs to study and practice
pomology and horticulture. If properly
encouraged he will take an interest in
these things very early, and before he is
old enough to think of leaving your roof,
his tastes will be formed, and his course
din life will be determined. HHis heart
will go down into the soil with the roots
of every fruit tree that he plants, and
the orchards and gardens of the old
homestead, or of another close by, will
be his paradise, from which nothing but
necessity can drive him.—dgriculturist.

Provainine 1¥ Rinaes.—No one but
thosc who have had experience in low
lands can have an idea of how great is
the loss to crops from stagnant water
about the roots. Yet most of us have
land which we must work, and yet can-
not afford to underdrain, for want of suf-
ficient capital, or from some motive than
a want of fuith in its profitableness, if
we could only get at it.  Now, if such
ladd be ploughed up into narrow ridges,
it serves very much the same purpose as
an underdrain. I'o be sure it is but a
temporary purpose, for in time the loss
of land between the ridges would come
to as much expense as the first cost of
drain-tile. Still, it is better to have a
full crop on only a portion of one's land,
than risk a total failure on all; and in
this way ridging will often be found to
pay very well,

Save THE DEAD Luaves.—If every
horticulturist and farmer would think for
a moment on the nature of fallen leaves,
—which contain not only the vegetable
matter, but the earthly salts, lime, pot-

.ash, ete., nceded for the next scason's
growth and fertility,—and that, too, ex-
actly in the proportion required by the
tree or plant from which they fall; nay,
more, if they would consider that it is
exactly in this way, by the decomposi-
tion of these very fallen leaves, that na-
ture enriches the soil, year after year in
her great forests, it would hardly be pos-
sible for such a reflecting horticulturist
or farmer to allow these leaves to be
swept away by every wind that blows and
finally lost altogether. Nor would he give
them away, as many now do. IHe would
rather collect, from week to week, the
leaves that full under each tree, and by
digging them under the soil about the
roots, where they will decay, provide in
the cheapest manner the best possible
food for that tree. If this plap should be
tried we should not s2e old orchards dy-
ing out for want ot nourishment ; but they
would, in this simple manner, receive all
the nourishment they required. Pear
trees, and doubtless the peach, would be
greatly Lenefitted by this procednre. In
certain vineyards in France and Italy,
the vines are kept in the highest condition
by simply burying at their roots every
leaf and branch that is pruned off,or falls
from the vincs at the close of the season.
‘Will not some of our farmers of enquiring
minds give this simple process a trial this
season?! It is a well known fact that no
manure is more eagerly sought for by the
florist than leaf manure. It enters large-
ly into the compost prepared for potting.
