WHAT PRICE EXPERTNESS?

Just as a fumble on the boot-
ball field can turn out as a boon to
the fumbler, so a technically bad
bid can reward a player instead
of punishing him. Consider this
case:

It didn't matter what West open-
ed — South was sure to win 11
tricks for a huge score,

Before getting around to the pre-
viously mentioned bidding error,
it is worth observing that North's
one-spade response to one heart
had much to do with the outcome.
(This was not a bad bid) True,
North couldn't possibly foresee
what was going to happen; his
selection was made simply to avoid
the underbid of a single heart
raise or the overbid of a double

| raise. ‘The immediate result was to

make East stand aside, waiting in
ambush,

It was South's incorrect rebid
of two hearts which really set the
stage for the final double and re-
double whi¢h proved so profitable
to North-South, The vast majority
of experts would bid two diamonds
over the one spade. But observe
the effect of this technically cor-
rect two-diamond bid. North would
then have to jump fo three hearts
to show that he wasn't giving a
mere preference, and in the face
of this strong bidding Fast would
have to be very optimistic indeed
to double South's following four-
heart bid. Even on the actual bid-
ding, East took a decided risk in
doubling.

Thus, the conclusion is clear that
if South had been an expert, he
would have come out with 780
points less on the hand: there
would be no double and con-
sequently no redouble,
