The savage
plunged the patient alternately
into hot and cold water, or sweat-
ed him with the same purpose,
that of expelling the sickness,
“Thus, we learned the value of
baths. The savage tried to burn
out the wicked spirit by fire, by
hot instruments, and by biister-
ing appliances. Thus we learned
the value of counter-irritants. The
savage sought to drive out the
demon through the orifices of the
pbody. Thus we learned of purga-
tives 'and emetics. He trled to
frighten away the evil spirit by
powerful odors and horrible med-
icines, which would nauseate or
kill the evil spirit.

“Thus we Jlearned of strong-
smelling disinfectants. This super-
stition persisted even during the
Middle Ages, when the most loath-
some drugs, composed of insects
and other unpleasant agents were
administered to the sick. Undoubs-
edly it lingers today in the popu-
lar fancy that to be efficacious
medicine must be bad-tasting.

Silarp Inérease
In Canadian
Exports This Year .

OTTAWA, May 8 — (CP) —
Sales of Canadian products abroad
jumped sharply in the first quarte

er of this year, the Bureau of

Statistics reported today.
Domestic exports to all coun-

tries were $809,200,000, up 25

per cent from the $648,900,000 of
the first three months of 1060.
The Bureau said . that, while
higher prices amounted for part
of the increase in export value,
there also was a gain in the vol-
ume of goods sold.

For March, exports of $290,000,-
000 were 27 per cent up from the
$226,200,000 in March of last year.
Increases were shown in value of
shipments to the United States,
United Kingdom, other Common-
wealth countries as & group, Latin
America and Europe.

Exports to the U. K. moved up- |
ward for the second successive
month, reversing the downward
trend of the last year. For the
month alone, they went to $38.-
665,000 from $30,120,000 & year be-
tore, and for the first three
months of 1861 they were $113,-
204,000 compared with $109,101,000.
About three-fourths of the in-
crease in exports to all countries
during  the: first three months
was in shipments to the United
States, which amounted to $529.-
586,000 compared with $414,008,~
000. For March, the figure rose
{0 $200,200,000 from $228,200,000.
All of the nine major commod-
ity groups showed March increases
{o the U. S. except chemicals and
Allied products. The wood and
paper group moved up most sharp-
ly, to $95,570,000 trom $78,160,000.
Sharp gains in wood and pa-
per and also the non-ferrous met-
als accounted for the increased
value of shipments to the U. K.
in March. The wood-paper group
rose to $8,814,000 from $1,453,000.

Family Rosary
Crusade Founder
Speaks In | Ch'town

Rev. Patrick Peyton, C.8.G,
founder and director of the Family
Rosary Crusade, addressed a large
gathering of Roman Catholic clergy
and laymen assembled at the
Charlottetown Hotel last night for
a preliminary dinner meeting of
the Family Rosary campaign in
the Charlottetown Diocese.

His Excellency, Bishop James
Boyle, presided over the meeting
and spoke to the gathering. Other
speakers were Rt. Rev, Gregory
MacLellan, P.A., V.G.; Sir Willlam
MacMillan and Mr. Melvin Mac-
Quaid, Souris.

Clergy and laymen chairmen
from over the forty parishes in the
diocese were present. to organize
for the five weeks campaign de-
signed to restore the practice of
reciting the family Rosary to every
Catholic home in the Province.

“God has seen Canada doing
what no other country has ever
done,” stated Father Peyton. “He
has seen her priests, doctors, law-
yers, judges and leaders put back
in the last half of the present cen-~
tury what was thrown out in the
first half — family prayer.”

He told how the crusade to have
the Family Rosary started in Can-
ada, was commenced in the King-
ston Diocese in 1948 upon the in-
vitation of Bishop Kidd.

“90,000 people of that dlocese
pledged themselves to recite the
Family Rosary,” he continued. Two
vears later the Vicar General of
that diocese stood up publicly and
said that the number of his sem-
inarians and nuns had been doub-
led in the interim.”

Father Peyton told how his work
spread to the diocese of Vancou-
ver, Edmonton, St. Boniface,
through cities in the United States,
Toronto, Quebec, England and now
to the Maritimes. .

He opened his remarks by point-
ing out that the family is the basic
unit of soclety and that only by
holding the family together could
that society be maintained.

To hold that family together,
Father Peyton asked that every
husband and father led the fam-
fly in reciting the Rosary. “The
Rosary is the answer to the enem-
jes of God’s home” he stated.

The success of the crusade would
depend upon the work of the peo-
ple in the diocese, he continued.
He outlined the work that must be
done in the schools and churches
and for the huge rallies at Sum-
merside and Chatlottetown e which
he hoped would bring together
from 50 to 70% of the Catholigs in
the diocese.

Right Rev. G.J. MacLellan in-
troduced Father Peyton. He im-
pressed upon the members the im-
portance of the Family Rosary and
showed them the beauty of the

prayer.

Bishop Compliments Laymen

Bishop Boyle complimented the
laymen of the diocese for their ap-
parent determination to make the
crusade a Success.

Dr. MacMillan stressed the value
of prayer in relation to the medi-
cal profession. He also told of the
many homes he had seen destroy-
ed through the lack of some force
to keep the Aamily together.

He told of
