It denies game
possibilities opposite an ordinary
opening bid.

The double jump, bypassing two
levels of bidding, is preemptive
in nature and is therefore not

forcing. It sets the suit as trump,

raise. As such, the hand meets
the necessary requirements.

The main trouble with a two
diamond response is that if part-
ner’s rebid happens to be two
hearts a self - created problem
arises as to what to do next. A
pass is subject to the objection
that the heart fit remains conceal-
ed. A bid of three hearts would
identify greater values than are
actually held.
