We instantly rush-
ed torward, and on nearing the place were
received by the whole party with loud
cheers, 1 threw up my eap and shouted,
and never felt more excited in my lile,
L hese men, in this out of the way place,
seemed to me like a party on the wide
ocean, for they certainly were as helpless,
The Indians first appeared on the 17th.,
carly in the mworning, when they were
encamped on the side of the creek—n
party of about fifteen attempted to rua oft
their horses.  Forsyth had been following
w trail for several days, tinally was led into
the wild country by it,  The signs beeame
more lrequent and fresh, and the most ex-
perienced men with hin predicted  that
| they would son lull upon a large village.
When the Indi ns ran of the four or five
head of stock on the morning of the 17th,
an old scout, by the name ot Sharp, in-
stantly shouted that the Indians would
soon appuear in foree and advised them to
proceed to a little island in the centre ol
the dry bed.  Forsyth ordered them there,
and they tied their hovses to a few  scanty
scernbs near by, In about five minutes a
very large force of Indians were seen moy-
ing down to the creck by a ravine about
halt o mile distant, and also some appeared
on the ravine behind,  The shout was
raised to dig in the sand and get under
covers  Every man dug for his lile—using
lingers, spurs and knives,  Betore they
gotany protection the Indians charged
them about live hundred strong 3 some of
the warriors coming within a lew feet,
in the most reckless manner, A close live
with breech-londers caused a number to
tall from their horses ; dead and wounded,
and toreed the rest to full back, This gave
the party time to dig their holes daeper,
Two men were Killed about this time.
Fovsyth was shot in the right thigh, a tlesh
wouud, and immediately alterin the leg,
breaking the bone. Grover, a scout,
gullantly exposed himsell in digging a
cover tor Forsyth, so as to get him away
from the balls. ‘The squaws in large num-
bers appearcd on the Inlls around, singing
songs, laughing, and smoking piper, evi

The next day a skirmishing fire
was kept up, and the same thing the next
day, butat this time it was evident that the
main body bad left, and that'a small por-
tion had remained to observe them. j
In the meantime, as their rations had
ziven, out they had to live on horse flesh.
wilhout salt or pepper, and when I veached
them on the 25th, the meat had become
putiid.  Several ot the men told me that
they were unabie for the Iast twenty-four
hours to keep it on theiv stomachs. Yon
can imagine the delight they maniftested
on the wivival of our party. Forsyth touk
me by the hand and seemed quite affected.
He told me that it scemed lated that we
should meet in places out of the way and
far apart. He and two other badly wound-
ed men were lying ina square hole scoop.
ed outin the sund, within a few feet of the
dead borses, which lay around them in «u
seni-cirele, and impregoated the air witl
u serrible stench. - ;

I immediately selected o place near by,
and had several tents cl‘('ct;m?,thc wounded
men carried over, and the rest removed
to a more salubrious air.  Three dead In-
dians were buried by them, but over thirty
others were killed and earried away by
their comrades, and about seventy wounds
ed. The savages were evidently ‘badly
demoralized and the fight is considered to
be one ot the most desperate in the ‘an-
nals of our Indian wars.

A large bear, weighing between 400 and
500 was recently killed in: the  parish ‘of
Ludlow. Bruin had committed depreda-
tions not a few during the - summer, and
his presence was anything but desirable.
While a young man was hunting up sonie
cattle, he came suddenly on the bear lying
asleep in a field, with a sheep under his
head for a pillow. Leaving him undisturb~
ed, and glad enough to retreat, as he was
unarmed, he started for aid, and procuvedd
a paity ot five, armed with two . guns.
Thus equupped, with a ** Wallace” and @
for the ot Wittty DRI B8R
still taking comlort, Two shots. were
flred, both true to their mark, the bear
aave one convulsive bound, and all was
over.  With two such characters at their
hewd, bearing names renowned in history,
was it any wonder that Brain had to suc-
cumb.

Wiuatr Ralnways L0 For FuAnRdiEnrs —
This will be read with some interest by
those interested in the proposed gunge
o ilways:—

The American Agriculturist, a_journal of
high standing and a warm fricnd of the
furming interest, and not supposed to be
binsed upon any subjeets outside of agri-
culture, speaksof the wdvantages of ruil-
roads as tollows:—'I'n haul 40 bushels ok
corn H0 mileson a wagzon would cost at
ieast 812 lor team, driver and expenses, A
railrond would transport it for §3 at most.,
Allowing an average of 40 bushels per
acre, the erop would be worth $8per acre,
or 8 per cent on 8100, Asthe relitive ad-
vantage is about the same for other crops,
it is clear that a railvond passage through
a town would add $110 per acre to the va-
lue of larms. A town ten miles square
containg 64,000 acres. An increase of
#100 per acre is equal to 86,400,000, or
enough to baild 200 miles of railroad,
even it it cost $33,000 per mile. But 200
miles of road would extend through 20
towns ten miles square and costs but $10
per acre, it taxed upon the land. These
tigures are given merely as an illustration.
U the farmers had taxed themselves to
build all the railvronds in this countr'y, and
gave them away to any companies that
would stock and run them the present in-
crecased value of their laads would have
well repaid the outlay.

The Halitax Fxpress thanks the Dominjon
government has pursued the ** do-nothing"”
lolicy in Nova Scotin matters long enougn,
It says that Nova Scotia is only haltrepresen-
ted in the Piivy Council and not at all in the
Railway Board—secarcely an oppointment of
any kind is made for Nova dceotin; nota
vacaney, high or low, is filled up.
