How's original cable from Rot-
terdam read: “Claxton announced
Canada will foot the bill for four
or five new airdromes—likely to
ost in vicinity of one hundred
illion dollars—in Western Eur-
ope to field eleven squadron jet
air division which capable pro-
viding tactical support for full
fledged army.”

Nurses Participate In
3-Day Refresher Course

The Association of Nurses of
P. E. 1. sponsored a 3-day refresh-
er course for nurses, from Nov.
21-28, which was considered by all
who attended to be very success-
ful and worthwhile. Approxim=
ately 125 nurses, representing all
parts of the Island attended. The
day program was repeated in the
late afternoon and evening to en-
able all nurses to attend.

The meetings on the first day
were held at Falconwood Hos-
pital. Dr. Murchison, superin-
tendent of the Hospital, addressed

the group on mental ill health,
and told how it affected every
strata of society, those in high

places and those in humble, the
rich and the poor. "As we go
through life we meet many frus-
trations and  difficulties”, he
said. “We cannot live in &
vacuum, and it is not good that
we should for it is these siresses
and difficulties that strengthen |
personality. We need to meet
some problems even in our very
early years so that Jater problems
will not be too difficult.”

Dr. Murchison also stated that
“We all need periods of relax-
ation to escape from our d:fficult-
les. Many of these escapes are
wholesome, such as sports, and1
social and recreational activities, |
but some are injurious to one'sI
personality and these are the ones
in which we try to escape from
our problems by wishful think-
ing, by retreating from the world
of reality and living in a world
of fantasy. |

It
showed the life of an active, seem-
ingly normal young girl, her
“breakdown”, the care and treat-
ment she received in the mental
hospital, and her eventual returs
home well and happy.

Dr. Theriault discussed
film and said that all phyli:i
illness had some degree of men
illness, that all of us have exper-
ienced this at some time or other,
He cited the instance of fear, and
the physical symptoms which ae-
company it, and stated that near-
ly every neurosis, which is one of
the lesser forms of mental illness
is characterized at first by phys-
ical symptoms. He stated thal
the important thing is that w¢
should not feel guilt in assogia-
tion with mental illness, w¢
should not blame our tonsils or
heart when it is an emotional
problem that is causing the 1li-
ness.
