West opened the heart jack—and
at this point it is worth observing
that the three-notrump contract
would be fulfilled against almost
every BEast-West pair in the world,
assuming only average bridge in-
telligence on South’s part. The very
natural play by East at Trick 1 is
the heart ace, with a continuation
of the heart queen. Declarer has
only to duck the queen lead, and
he is as good as home,

There are many players who,
holding ace-queen-small in hearts.
would put in the queen instead of
the ace to make declarer take his
king at once—a maneuver which
would not be needed in this case
since West has a diamond entry—
but the actiral East in this deal
went a full step farther:; he played
the heart queen from A-Q blank!'
The result of this far-sceing coup
was as follows:

Since East's play had been
made without anv revealing hesi-
tation, South could not afford to
duck: he took the trick with tht
king and led the diamond king.
Just as East had hooed. West not
only had a diamond stonner but
he properly held it un—declarer's
king mlight be singleton. When
South nrodnced the second diamond.
however, West went in with his
:ce—and. as per nlan, East A'scarded
his heart ne~! West could then run
off five tricks.
