The Quebec breeders
have a provincial society and call their
record the Canadian Ayrshire Herd Book,
while the Ontario breeders, backed up by
New Brunswick, Nova Scotia and
Prince Edward lsland, established the D,
minion Herd Book and Ayrshire Society,
whose record is recognized by the United
States custom house, exmbi ion associa-
tions, and all the world interested. The
disputes between the two societies ended in
& lawsuit, and Senator Cochrane was ap-
pointed arbitrator. His decision was that
certain animsls on the Quebec or Canadian
Herd Bok were not quahfied to reg:ster in
the D 'minion Register; but he recommend-
od, a8 a compromise, the admission of these
doubtfal pedigrees to an appendix, marked
A, in the Dominion Ayr hire Herd Book.

Auny beast worthy of being registered can
be cheaply and easily entered with the
Dominion register of the sucie y pstroniz ng
that particular breed. The Dominion
Shorthorn Society is a dis inct b «dy, in no
way connected with the Ayrshire
society. The sim> is true of each and
ull the stock registers. The C ydesdale men
look after the Clydes, and the Shire m'n
afrer their pets. But the idea that the
breeders of all and every sort of pure-bred
horses, cattle, hogs and sheep are to be
under the control of men who neither
know nor care about the peculiarities of
any breed but the one they msy be iater-
ested in is too absurd fur further notice.

An Interesting Case.

(Hallfax Chronicle.)

Ohronicle readers may remember reading
of tho death in St John recently ot Mr
Bernard Brannan, a well-known citiz-n
who brought over the Paris rowing crew
to Halifax some years ago.  Brannan was
taken ill on Aprit 2ad, ot erysipel«s in the
head, and died on April 8th. His sudden
demise has been the cause of a rather com

plex question of life insurance, which may
be of interest to the large number who are
affected by life insurance contracts to-day.
Oa the 19:h of March Mr. Brannan gave
an applicition for $5,000 of insurance to
the local agent of the Confederation Life
Asaociation. When giving the application
Brannan said he would make payment
when the policy was received. The
application  was forwarded to  the
head office, approved, »nd in due course the
policy was sent through the Halifax « ffise
to the local agent at St. John. Oa its re-
ceipt by the latter gentleman, Mr. Brannsn

t» deliver the policy, receive premium, and
fix upon itself the smount of the insucance,
—might it not be fair for each par'y to ad-
wit the inability of the other to rake the
steps necessary to m-ke it a complete con

trast, and at the ssme time for each to

recogn'zs the honest intention of the
other and meet half way. This pro
DOsition was subm tted to the

directors of the company, who immediately
au horized a sectlement on this b-s's, and
te matter has been closed by a payment of
82,500 insurance by the compsny and pay
ment of premiun on that sum by the bene-
ficiaries under the policy.

There are some nice points in a case like
this which can perhaps only be sppreciated
by parties who might happen to be similarly
interested. The view taken by the company,
who cannot, of cou-wse, admit any legl
lisbility, is thaght to be an hinorable one,
and yet it is eminently fair on both sides,
