New Mystery
In Slaying At
Polo Grounds

NEW YORK, July 5—(AP)—Just
as police believed they were ncar
a solution today: to the slaying of
Bernard Lawrence Doyle at the
Polo Grounds, the mystery took a
new turn.

Doyle, 54, a former fight man-
ager of Fairview, N. J., slumped
dead wtih a bullet in the head
Tuesday as he sat in the grand-
stand with a 12-year-old neighbor
boy to walch a doubleheader be-

tween New York Giantis and
Brooklyn Bodgers. .
Police, believing he was slain

with a .22 calibre bullet, arrested
a l4-year-old Negro boy who lived
in a nearby building and had a.22.

Then a high police official re-
vealed that Doyle had died from
a 45 calibre bullet wound.

He pointed out that a .45 pistol
can be shot accurately from a dis-
tanca of 75 yards but said police
did not believe the fatal bullet was
fired from inside the Polo Grounds.
The bullet probably was fired, he
said, “by someone celcbrating In-
dependence Day or by a person
with a depraved mind.”

that the company ‘“(a) shall be
deemed to be for all purposes an
agent of His Majesty and its powe=
ers may be exercised only as an
agent of His Majesty; (b) may on
behalt of His Majesty contract in
its corporate name without specific
reference to His Majesty; (¢) may
sue and be sued in respect of any
right acquired or obligation ine
curred by it as agent of His Maj«
esty as if the right or obligation
had been acquired or incurred on
its own behalf instead of as an
agent of His Majesty; (d) shall be
responsible to and Dbe subject to
the direction and control of the
Minister, who shall be an ex-officio

member of the Board.”
Officials of the company do not
come under the Public Service

Act, nor is the company deemed
to be a public utility within the
meaning of the Public Utilities
Commission Act. Its general pows-
ers, as provided in Section 22, are
such as “the common law ordinare
ily attaches to corporations creshw
ed by Royal Charter.” i
