LONDON, July 6—Great Britain launched a series of
moves today to strengthen the British-French front and af
the same time remove doubts as to the course it will follow
should new efforts be made to change the map of Europe.

These moves included :—

1. Introduction of a bill in the House of Commons sete
ting up a fund estimated at £50,000,000 ($324,000,000) to
promote export of munitions and raw materials for the de»
fence requirements of such countries as Poland, Rumaniay
Greece and Turkey.

2. Announcement that the continent would see 2 sample
of British air power next week when 52 ,Royal Air Force
planes go to Paris for the Bastile Day exercises July 14.

3. Announcement that a number of air force reserves
would be called up during the next three or four months
as a test mobilization exercise.
