THE STATE OF RUSSIA.

The vast system of despotic Government in
Russia seems abent to puss away. Whether the
loss of the lmperial mind of Nicholas, and of the
astute Nessclrode, is to tell fatally or net is more
than can be predicted, but the system does not
answer its ends under the milder rule of Alexan-
der.  Indeed, every item of iutelligence seems to
indicate the commencement of a process of poli-
tical disiutegration. From St. Petersburg comes
news of arrests so fast, and so numerous, as to
cause serious appreheusions for the safety of the
Government.  Consternation has seized the ruling
powers from the Emperer downwards, and grave
men believe that the * revolution is at the gates.”
1t is about to be preved i Russia, as in every
other country misgoverned by absolutism, that
selfishness cannot permanently rule a people. It
may for a few generations be penuitted to an ex-
clusive class to manage the business of adiuis-
tration, without the aid of representation from the
ranks, but in the end the collective intelligence of
the mass is sure to tell, advantageously, upon pub-
lie liberty. As yet, however, no constitutional or
revolutionary leader has appeared, but soch a
non-appearanee is even more dangerous than the
actual presence of a Mazzini or a Kossuth, for it
leaves the Russian Government to deal with an
indefinite headless “conspiracy.”  Suehan ineep-
tion of revolution enly intensifies the feelings of
the people, and tends to give them shape by the
action of secret goeieties.  Geueral Tottleben, the
distinguished German, whose masterly lines of for-
tifications at Sebastopol so loug held the Allies at
buy, is arrested; so is Prince Obelinski, the bre-
tier of one alrsady banished to Siberia, and they
are joined in captivity by the head of a distin-
gwshed German house, Baron Engelboldt. In
fact, eversbody who is at all uotable, is in danger
of being consigued to durance, because rerybody
lives in an atmosphere of saspicion. No man is
