THE PUBLIC HEALTH.

CARDIGAN BRIDGE.

The Beard of Health for Cardigan has
been most assiduous in attending to their
dutics during the past week, and have the
satisfuction of knowing that up to this date
(27th inst.) no cases of smallpox have been
developed in this vicinity,

Immediately after being sworn in, the
Board appointed Donald Stewari, Esq,
and McDonald Sigaworth to attend arrival
of trains at Cardigan Station, in order to
vrevent all persons from infected districts
from staying at this place, anl ordered that
all public gatherings, such as f-olics, rafil:s,
card playings, ete., should be discontinued
in the district untl furiher notice under &
penalty of $20 for each offence.

Meetings of the Board are held every
evening at 7 o’clock p. m., and the several
«fficers and committees appointed are :e-
quired to report all matters affecting the
health of the district that came under their
notice. A committee, consisting of Messrs
John G Scrimgeour, John J Campbeli
and H. L. McDonald were appointed to
enguire into and report on the sanitary
condition of Cardigan Bridge village. It
wae also ordered that all persons who had
never been vaccinated should apply to have
the operation performed within ten days,
under a penalty of 56 for each offence.

Dr. Waiker was appointed Health Officer
pro tem and all vessels arriving at the
port were regaired to remain anchored be-
low Owen’s Point, and to allow no com-
munica‘ion with the shore until inspected
by the Health Officer of the Port. A com-
mittee was appointed to act in conjunction
with the Health Officer, to receive his re
port and to decide any questions sffccted
thereby, Two persons were appointed in
each ot the surcounding school districts to
azsist the Board of Health in their efforts
to prevent the spread of smallpox within
the district; snd a competent peison was
employed as a detective to give information
to the Board of Health concerning ali per-
sops coming into the District from whom
contagicus diseases wight be contracted.

The prompt and energetic action of the
persons employed by the Board has had a
good «ffect, and persons from infected dis-
tricts have found out that it is no use for
them to try to stay at Cardigan,

Quite a scare was caused by the receipt of
a telegram from the Hon, Attorney General,
that Mrs. Hennees'y, (whose husband is
sick of the smallpox in Charloitetown) was
supposed to have left the city for Cardigan;
but the Boaad of Health, having despatehed
a person to watch her father's house, and
having cautioned the eommittee detailed to
watch the arrival of the train, had the satis-
faction, of learning yesterday that Mrs.
Hennessey had not left the city.

A communication has been rent to the
Government by the Chairman of the Board
of Health, requesting authority to have all
persons in the district-—who have not
previously been vaccinated, and who, in the
opinion of the B)ard, are not in a position
to afford the cost of having themselves and
their families vaccinated at this time—
vaccinated at the cost of the Government.

A PROTEST.

A gentleman at Alberton writes (Nov.
27) :—** No doubt the public have seen a
notice in the Sammerside Journal from the
Board of Health at Alberton, forbidding all
or any persons east of Miscouche coming to
Alberton by train or otherwise. As the
public may thiik this is a very silly order,
I write to inform them that neither the
business part of Alberton nor the inhabi-
tants of Lots 4, 5 and 6 concur in their
extrems precautionary measures. To show
to what extremes some people, invested
with power, will go, I will cite a case or
two. M-s. Oulton, of Alberton, went on &
visit to Kensingion a few days ago, and on
her return to-day a ‘flunksy’ of the Board
attempted to put her uader arrest, but was
prevented from doing so by her husband.
J. 8. Abbott went to Summerside on busi-
ness and on his return last night was arrest-
ed and taken to his home, over which the
yellow flag flrats to-day. Sucely the
Governor and Council will not aliow this to
go on, aund put the country to the expense
1of kesping tive men at the station to keep
the travellinz public from landing.”

Eccs. —The market has been dull the
past three days and prices are barely main-
tained. Sales of Eastern extra at 27 to
28¢c, and Nova Scotia, Islend and other

Poraroes, &: —There have been liberal
receipts by water the past few days, and
the market is rather duil. It is diflicult to
get over §be for best Rose, and Hebrons
are quiet at 60 to 63c. Other stock are
slow at 45 to Ble. For Nova Scotia and
P. E. Island cargoes it ia hard to get 4be.
Fisa.—The market continues dull for all
kinds of fish and it is diflicult to give re-
liable seiling prices for round lots, ' ack-
erel are i. light receipt and held steady,
but there 1s no demand. We quote in-
spected lots of Shore No. 3 at §5 w0 $5.00;
No. 2 at $6.50 to §7; and No. 1 =t $17 to
$20 per bbl. Codfish are easy at $2.75 for
large pickie cured Bank, and $2.:0 to
$2 62} per qtl for medium., Two cargoes
of Nova Scotia dry Bank have arrived,
but they are hard to sell at $2 874 per qtl,,
notwithstanding that the stock 18 very
small. Hake are quiet at $1.75 to $2 per
q'l. Heavy salted Pollock are selling at
$1.75, and slack salted at 83 per qtl. Itis
hard to sell pickled herring at any reason-
able price. Labrador are quo‘ed nominally
at $4 per bbl, but dealers will not give
that for a large lot. Kastport round rule
at §2.25 to §2 50 per bbl. Large fat Shore
splits are scarce and command £3 75 to $5
per bbl. Swmoked herring have been sell-
ing at 134c for medium scal d, 102 for
tucks and No. 1, 1lc per box for length-
wise. Bloaters are quiet at 4d: per box.
Alewives nominally $3 to $3.50 per bbl, in
bond. Cannsd mackerel command 80 to
90c per dozen cans, snd dealers are getting
$L to $1.20 for smsll lots. Lobsters are
firm at $1.65 to $1.75 per dozen one-pound
cans.
