Dr. John Hammond Palmer, 62,
born in Bedeque, P.E.L., head of
the Royal Victoria Hospital car-
diology department at Montreal
and one of the founders of the Na-
tional Heart Foundation of Can-
ada, died Saturday.

An associate professor of medi-
cine at McGill University, he was
also chief consultant in . cardi-
ology for the Montreal district of
the Veteran's Affairs Department.

As a McGill medi-
cal student during the First World
War, he went overseas with the
Canadian General Hospital Unit,
later becoming surgeon. proba-
tioner to the Royal Canadian Nav-
al Reserve.
