SITUATION HAS QUICKLY GONE
FROM BAD TO WORSE.

Think Lord Salisbury Should Show

Russia Britain Means Busiaess.

New York, Aug. 16.—Discussing the
Eastern question the Loudon correspond-
ent of the Evening Post, cables:

““The situation in China has gone from
bad to worse this week by leaps and

bounds. Contemptuously rejecting Eng~
land’s ofiered support against foreiga ag-

greseion, the Chinese Government
has definitely thrown in its lot with
Russia, and has demonstrated the

alliance by caucelling the contract with
the Hong Kong and Shanghai Bank
for the railway to Neu Chwang. This
contract the.British Government is pub-
lically pledged to uphold, but an anxious
fear dominates all minds that Lord Salis~
bury will again give away. Lord Salis-
bury is not a weak man. A weak man
would not venture to persist in a policy
condemned by the country and many of bis
own party. Avother rumor has been
received to explain the meekness of bis
diplomacy. Itis said the Queen has laid
upon him her command that at all costs
peace must be maintzived for the remaia-
der of her reign.  Sbe will not sign, she
says, a declaration of war against a Earo-
pean power. I give you the rumor for
what it is worth. One hears 1t whispered
where one would not expect to find it.
If there bea grainof truth init, Lord
Salisbury’s position is a difficult one.”

Harold Frederic in bis London cable
letter to the Times says :—*It is recognized
everywhere pow that England and Russia
are being drawn more and more swiftly
toward an impasse where either of the two
must recreat or a great conflict will ensue,
I imagine what gall and wormwood it
must be toa prond Englishman to en-
counter the universal opinion from the
press of the four quarters of the globe that
he will be the one to turn tail when the
ultimate crisis arises. Literally no one
esn imavive what a saddened disgust
weighs dowa like plautinum on British
epirits. The idea that Lord Salisbury is
vot coming back to the Foreign Office,
which has beea mentioned of late in these
despatches as timidly shaping iteelfin &
few brains, has not become almost general
property a mong politicians.”

ACCEPTED BRIBES,

Continuing he charges that both the
Empress and Li Hung Chang are taking
Russian money with bhoth hands to the
knowledge of everybody, and, of course,
each underlayer in the worm-eaten mass of
Pekin officialdom is absorbing as mwch of
the same alluring metal as it can. “This”
he says, “is painfully immoral, and the
English hold themselves tu be an excep~
tionally moral people, but wmatters have
drifted to euch a dangerous, not to say
desperate, paes that they are secretly will-
ing to lay aside some of their phylacteries
aod 2o in and beat the Russian at his own
game. Thereis, when it is considered
impartialiy, something grotesque in the
man with a bundred millions being out«
done in a contest of bribery by the man
with one million, and Parliament separates
with a kind of tacit impression that during
the coming six months recess this defect ig
going to be remedied. It will probably be
done by a juggle of Indian finance where,
owing to the constant necessity of diverting
sums for the bribery of troublesome Rsjahs
and their favorites, a very elastic sysiem
of bookkeeping and public andit prevails.’s

Again Mr. Frederic says, in the course
of his despaich: *“ Few Euvglishmen doubt
that these coming five years will witness
the great struggle on the Indian froutier
with the Czar’s hordes. The entire mili~
tary service regard the outcome of such a
struggle with serene, almost jocund confi~
deoce, but they chafe bitterly ac being
forced to wait till Russia’s railway expan-
sion in mid Asia shall provide her with
the maximum of facilities for conducting
such au invasion,

Treating of the same question, the Lon+~
don representative of the Tiibune seys:
“Parliament has closed with debates on
England’s China policy, which have caused
dismay amoung the Government followers
and with tae appointment of a viceroy
for India, which bas filled the forward
school with delight. By a
lar coincidence the same issve of
the Times, which contained the report of
Mr Balfour’s speech, with hair-splitting
polemics on epheres of influence and the
‘““open door” principle, recorded M.
Pavloft’s success in vetoing the New
Chang railway loan, in spite ot Lord
Salisbury’s offer to guarantee China against
the consequences ot carrying out the con-
tract.,
