EUROPEAN POWERS TAKE A

LIVELY INTEREST.

American People Will Stand Behind

the President in Any Position.

 

Wasurnaton, D. C., July 26.—President

| McKinley, { aminformed, is puttiog ia

a deal of time studying first the possibility,

of foreign intervention inthe war; and,
second, the plan of operations in the event
of such intervention.

Itis a question that has been presented
to the President and his advisers within
the paat few days, not from a pew stand-
point exactly, but with the knowledge that
the European powersare’ taking 2 lively
interest in its determination.

Late last night a member of the diplo-
matic corps said to me that the stories,
which came from abroad last week about,
the contizental powers haying formed a
combination to protect their interests in
the Philippines, and, in effect, to protest
against a disposition of them that did not
take into cousideration their desires, were
based upon correspondence among them
as to aconcerted eoquiry to be made of
the United States Government as to its
intention.

It has been thought strange here that
the representatives of European countries,
after having only recently established
themselves for summer at seaside and
mountain resorts, should return to Wash-
ington in the almost tropical heat for the
purposeofcalling on President and Secre-
tary of State merely to reney assurances
of distingaished consideration and esteem
on the part of themselvesand tkeir re-~
spective Government.
The French Ambaswador was at the

White Heuse on the llth inst., and the
German Ambassador last Friday. It
turns out, according to the diplomatistres
ferred to, that they all came back uoder
instructions to make precise enquiries on
the subject of the Philippine Islands. Not
only «iid the interested European count-
ries have these enquiries made, but Japaa
and China, interested because of their
proximity to the islands,aud of the pos-
sible effects apoathem of a radical
turbance of the relations of European na~
tions in the Far East, also aent their min-
isters to ask similar questions.
The answer made was, of necessity.

somewhat vague and altogether gsneral in
its nature, for the reason that the adminis~
tratiou does not yet know what will be
done in these isiands. The coadition of
affairs existing there was altogether un-
expected, and rose out of fortunes of war
that could not have been foreseen or guard-
ed against had it been desirable to do
sO.

The enquiries were roet by the statement
it is said, that whatever theissue may be

in the islands, the United Statee will
endeavor to~o conduct malters there a8 to
give no just cause of cifence or anxiety to
other oations, having in view always the
rights and duties ot this Government there
and the interests ofall othere.

Neither heuor
avy of his Cabinet thinks that any of the
continental powers would venture on an
armed resistance to the United States,
They know,as be knows, that such a
resistanoe would bring on a conflict be«
tween themand this country, Great Britain
(and according to awhisper I beard at the
State department, Japan), and as none of
the continental ; owers is thought to cberish
any particu ar desire to be wipedoffthe
seas, to say nothing of the earth,
the administration tbinks itself warranted
in beliving that apy intervention, shouldit
be made, will bave no more consistency
than talk.

At different stages of the war the Rus-
siao government has assured the Spanish
foreign ministry that it does not want ao
European power nor America to establish
itself in the Spanish Archipelago and
Oceanica. But, having freasons of its own
for not wishing to appear too openly in
favor of Spain, feariog it way promote an
understanding between Great Britain and
the Unitea States, Russia bas encourged
Germany to exert pressure at Manila and
induced France to take the lead in de-
monstratious of sympathyy which the
French foreign ministry ouly reiuctantly
covsented todo. Ever since then Russia
and the Vaticen, with the aid of the
Austrian court, though contrary to the
judgment of the Au: raa_ chancellor,
Count Goluchowski, have been arranging
for concerted action by the continental
powers to interfere both when an Ameri-
can squadron comes to Europe and when,
in the peaee vegotiations, the question of
the Phillipine fislands com:sup. Then
Russia and France will plead in behalf of
Spanish interests to preveut the Wnited
States Germany, or Japan interfering.
