Loxpoy, June 5.—The Graphic pub-
lishes this morning a notable interview
with Sir George Gray, one time Premier
of New Zealand, and Governor of Cape
Colony, coucerning a future federation of
the English speaking people.  Sir George
prophesied a close federative alliance of
the United States and Great Britain. The
difficulty of such an alliance, he said,
would soon disappear, and then a begin-
ning #f the movement toward federation
would be made. Monarchy would
strengthen Republic. Each hal some
features which might be most advantage-
ously retained. The settlement by arbi-
tration of nt differences between the
two countries had brought them nearer
each other and had justitied the hopes of
such a union’ that neither would make
war without the other’s consent. There
would then be a great belt of peace around

the world.

House of Commons Proceedings

Sir John Thompson's Masterly Address.

Orrawa, June 7.

, In the House of Commons yesterday, in
reply to Mr. Flint, Hon. Mr. Foster said
that the interim report from the Royal
Commission on Prohibition was now in
the hands of the printer, and would be
laid before the House in a few days.

Mr. Mills, of Bothwell, renewed the ad-
journed debate on the Ellis case, and spoke
for two hours.

Sir John Thompson arose at half-past
five o’clock amid the rousing cheers of his
supporters. He said that when he had
heard the speech of the mover of the reso-
lution (Mr. Davies) he was entirely con-
vinced that the resolution ought not to
pass, It was beneath the dignity of thie
House to go outside its legislative power
to assault the character of the judges who
sentenced Mr, Ellis, and should the House
do =0 it would deserve the contempt
which would fall upon it. Sir John
Thomp-on’s address was a lengthy and
mast v cfiort.

Afier Sir John Thompson took his seat
the Oppusition, realizing that vo reply was
possible, put up Mr. Casey to speak

inst time. e was followed by Messrs
McLeod and Davin against the. Davies
amendment, after which Mr. Laurier
spoke briefly on the general question of the
rights of judges to punish for contempt.

Mr. McCarthy closed the debate, taking
strong ground against the amendment, and
supporting the contentions of Sir John
Thompson. A division was then taken as
follows : For, 66; against, 110. McCarthy
and O’Brien voted with the Government.
