The import surcharges were
imposed by the former Conserv-
ative government in June of
1962 (o protect against a run on
the Canadian dollar. By last |
March 31 all had been removed.

Later, legal actions were
started by several companies to |
recover higher duties paid un-
der the surcharges. The firms
questioned the legality of the
surclarges, impoted by cablnet

The bill to ensure the validity
of the surcharges was intro-

duced to move them out of the |
reach of ‘legal recourse.
