Aerial Views Of North River Causeway

The fill-in of the North River

When this
outlet is completed, a concentra-
tion of scrapers and other heavy
road making machines will push the
crown off the projections from each
side and close the gap. The excess
water above the causeway will then
be diverted through the spillway.
