Denmark. the oldest kingdom on
earth, is also one of the wisest and
happlest. Why? Because 92 per
cent of its farms are privately
owned and it also has the most
efficient small farmers in the
world. Add to this, Social Security
that secures, and we place our
finger on a country which stands
out as one of the most enligh-
tened on earth. For example.'Den-
mark's Old Age pension system is
the result of almost a century's
caretul consideration. revision, a
modification. The pension starts at
the age of 65 and in cases of dire
need at 60. Beven-twelfths of the
cost of Old Age pensions is pald
by the government and the remain-
ing fivestwelfths by the mmnicipal-
ity of the person in question.
Scattered acros§ the country are
over sixteen hundred Sick Clubs
all subject to state supervision,
and supported partly by members'
contributions and partly by the
state. ¢
Denmark has long had the most
up-to-date hospitals, the hest of
them is Blsolblerb Hospital in
Copenhagen. This fine institution
boasts six pavillons connected a-
hove ground by lovely gardens and
terraces . and underground are
seven kilometers of tiled corridars,
all handsomely eouipped and very
pleasing to the eye.

Here the poorest people re-
ceived. the very best of medical
treatment at about 35 cents a dav

as the poor. and many do because
ot the skilful surgeons and doctars,
superior nursing and therapeutics.
But the rich cannot pay more than
the poor. Privacy depends mot up-
on one's purse, but upon the doc-
tor's decision as to the necessity
of the case. Those who want spec-
ial privleges and can afford to pav
for them are free to go to private
hospitals and pay a much hfgher
rate.

On Fraud

MONTREAL, March 4 ~ Two
former furriers were charged in
Arraignment Court yesterday in
connection with an alleged $131,-
000 swindle and another is ex-
pected to appear today in another
case said ta involve well over
$100,000.

The charges follow a series of
fur company failures last' fall
which saw hundreds of creditors
claiming more than $700,000.
Charged yesterday were Gerard
681 Cote St. Catherine
road, and Abraham Flomen, 5950
Decelles avenue, partners in ‘the
defunct firm of Flomen and Lus-
sier, Inc.

They were alleged to have de-
frauded their creditors of $131,000
falsified the company's books and
failed to keep proper records. The
complaints were laid under the
Bankruptcy Act and under the
Criminal Code,

The accused chose trial by jury
and preliminary inquiry was set
for March- 6. They were released
on bail of $2000 each.

Shortly after they had been ar-
raigned Judge Guy Guibault sign-
ed a warrant for the detention of
a third person whose identity
could not be obtained. The amount
involved in this case was said fo
be “well over the $100,000 mark.”
The largest bankruptcy declared
last fall was that of the Hyco Fur
Company whose premises were at
3501 Park avenue, The firm de-
clared itself insolvent and left as-
sets of $20,000 and liabilities of
1$400,000.

| Two officers of that firm, Jos-
eph Hymovitch and FEddie Hym-
ovitch, were detained by order of
Mr. Justice Louis Boyer o! Bank-
ruptcy Court and were later re-
leased on bail of $40,000. Trustees
of the. firm have been probing Its
operations ever since.

George Shreiber of the Amer-
jican European Fur Company which
failed with liabilities of $56,000,
was also detained and later
leased on bail of $5,000.

¢
