THE FIJIAN CYCLONE.

It Eaged for Forty Hours with Immeas-
urable Veloeity.

Vicreria, B. C., March 24.—The
officers of R. M. 8. Warrimoo just arrived
from Sydney report the practical ol-
literation by a hurricane on March € of
the city of Suava. The cyclone, the most
severe in the history of the Southern Seas,
ap] eared to come from every ouarter of
the compass, and raged with immeasur-
able velocity for upwards of forty hours,
during all of which time the skip was
rlowed down, battling with the elements,
The officers of the ‘Warrimoo’ agree that
Suava had no chance to escape and must
have been laid in utter wreck by the de-
vastating winds.
