The Gray story and its connection with the Confederation
conference of 1864 has so many facets, 1 scarcely know where
to start. Gray was born In Spring Park which is now a part
of Charlottetown and it was so named by his father Robert
Gray, who was a United Empire Loyalist who remained irue to

Gray went to England as a young man where he Joined the
Army and married Susan Pennefather, the daughter of an English
general. He later saw service in India, in the Crimean War
and in South Africa where he fought in the first Boer War.

Home Named For Inkerman Victory

THE VETERAN soldier returned to the Island on retirement
and built Inkerman House which he named for the battle of
Inkerman where a combined British French force be-
sieging Sevastopol defeated a Russian force led by Prince Alex-
ander Menshikov. It was fought on Nov. 5, 1854, just 10 years
before the Confederation conference.
